Administrator Murphy presented her monthly report outlining activities for the past month.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Seal Coating Bids – The City Engineer is proposing the City seal coat the area of Hidden Creek First Addition.  A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Smith to approve the recommendation of the Engineer for the 2005 seal coating estimate of $14,931.00 and authorize advertisement for bids.  Motion Carried 3/0
2. Approve Appointment of Planner – A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member McIntosh to table the appointment of Planner.  Motion Carried 3/0
3. EDA Appointments – A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh and seconded by Council Member Smith to table the EDA Appointments until the next meeting for a full Council.  Motion Carried 3/0
4. Approve Changes in Noise Ordinance No.116 – Council had instructed staff to add generators to the exemptions and to change the hours of construction activities to 8:00 a.m.  After review, a MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Smith to approve Ordinance No.116 with changes as presented.  Motion Carried 3/0
5. Approval of Community Center Roof Quote – Two roof quotes were reviewed for the Community Center.  Staff had the Building Inspector review both proposals, and comments were reviewed. After review, a MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Smith to approve Laraway for the Community Center roof repairs at a cost of $26,855.00 for the lower portion of the roof.  Motion Carried 3/0
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Approval of Weed Spraying – Emerald Green has performed weed spraying services in the City Parks and WWTF for the past several years.  The City’s new Public Works employee currently does not have a license to apply such chemicals.  A MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Smith to approve the quote from Emerald Green for spraying weeds in the City Parks and WWTF for 2005, and to look into getting the Public Works employee licensed in the future.  Motion Carried 3/0
2. Fieldstone Memorandum of Understanding – This agreement is to show intent that the City of Mayer will be working with Hartman Communities to secure land for a public elementary school.  City Attorney David Hubert has reviewed this document.  This is not a binding agreement, but is only used to see if there is interest in pursuing this venue for securing property for a future public elementary school.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the memorandum of Understanding with the Watertown – Mayer School, Hartman Communities and the City of Mayer as presented.  Motion Carried 3/0
3. Approval of Change order for 7th St and Ash Ave N. – The Olson’s have raised concerns about the fact that the runoff from the redirected enlarged drain tile has been directed across their property without their permission.  In order to address this concern, a Change Order in the amount of $9,237.11 to reconnect the drain tile to its original outlet has been obtained from Wm. Mueller & Sons.  This work will require reconfiguring the manhole and a portion of pipe near the intersection of Ash Ave N and 5th St.  A MOTION was made by Council Smith with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the Change order as presented.  Motion Carried 3/0.  This redirection of water is intended to be a short term solution.  In order to address this issue, it is recommended that a drainage and utility easement be purchased from the Olson’s in order to protect and maintain the drainage way.  Once the easement is secured Engineers recommend that some minor grading be done at the north end of the easement to help contain the runoff in the prescribed easement.
