Engineer Update

       1.  Storm Water Management 

City Engineer requested that the city send a letter to met Council requesting an extension for the grant.  On a motion by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member Taylor to request an extension of the grant period for the storm water management plan with the Metropolitan Council.    Motion carried. 

2. STS Agreement 

City engineer requested approval to employ the services of STS to conduct soil sampling for the 7th Street and Ash Avenue project.  On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member McIntosh.  Motion carried.

     Project Updates 

Water Tower

Water tower, site, and fence project has been completed.  

Hidden Creek 4th 

First course of road surface will be completed this week. 

Hidden Creek 3rd 

Wear course will be placed some time this week also.  

Cold Water Crossing 4 & 5

Projects are close to completion and are moving toward final acceptance

7th and Ash Avenue

Underground contractor will be starting on Wednesday. 

A date was set for the City Engineer to meet with the developer of the industrial park to come to some agreement on the items that need to be completed.  The date was set for Wednesday September 29, 2004 at 1:00 PM.  

Recessed the regular meeting to hold the public hearing 

Public Hearing on TH 25 and Sidewalk Replacement and Lighting Improvement 

The Mayer opened the public hearing at 8:00 pm.  Kevin Hoglund with Bonestroo and Associates provided a brief over of the proposed project.  The sidewalk will be replaced along all TH 25 located between 1st Street and 5th Street, adjacent to TH 25.  Replacement of 17 street lights.  Highway 25 will be milled and overlaid.  

The project will be funded by the City and MNDOT.  MNDOT will contribute $108,000.00 and the city will contribute $145,255.00 to the project.    Dan Boyum of Bonestroo presented the break down of the costs and amount the city’s responsibility.  Discussion about doing streetscape design, plantings and flower pots.

On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Taylor the following resolution was presented:  

Resolution Ordering Improvement and Preparation of Plans

TH 25 Sidewalk and Lighting Replacement Improvements

Resolution No.9- 27-2004-15

WHEREAS, a resolution of the city council adopted the 23rd day of August, 2004, fixed a date for a council hearing on the proposed improvement of sidewalk and lighting replacement along TH 25 between First Street and Fifth Street within the City of Mayer.

AND WHEREAS, ten days’ mailed notice and two weeks’ published notice of the hearing was given, and the hearing was held thereon on the 27th day of September, 2004, at which all persons desiring to be heard were given an opportunity to be heard thereon,

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MAYER, MINNESOTA:

1. Such improvement is necessary, cost-effective, and feasible as detailed in the feasibility report.

2. Such improvement is hereby ordered as proposed in the council resolution adopted the 27th day of September, 2004.

3. Bonestroo, Rosene, Anderlik and Associates, Inc. are hereby designated as the engineer for this improvement.  The engineer shall prepare plans and specifications for the making of such improvement.

4. The city council declares its official intent to reimburse itself for the costs of the improvement from the proceeds of the tax exempt bond.

Motion carried and the resolution was adopted by the council this 27th day of September, 2004.

Assessment Hearing for 7th and Ash Avenue

City Engineer is requesting direction on whether the assessment hearing for the 7th Street and Ash Avenue project should be held this fall or next year.  It was consensus of the Council to hold the assessment hearing this fall for payment in 2005.  

Baseball Club

Tice McPadden presented the City with a check for charitable gambling in the amount of $3,500.00.  Council thanked the Baseball Club and accepted the check.  

They also requested renewal of charitable gambling for the Baseball Club.  On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member McIntosh to approve charitable gambling for the Mayer Baseball Club for another year.  

The Council had questions about line 23 on the charitable gambling report and is requesting explanation of the item either in writing or at the next Council meeting. 

Pay Equity Committee 

This is a recommendation by Faith Zwemke, Pay Equity Coordinator.  The committee will establish a point system for the city employees.   On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Smith the following resolution was presented to the Council:

RESOLUTION NO. 9-27-2004-14

RESOLUTION REGARDING FORMATION OF PERSONNEL COMMITTEE 

TO ASSIGN PAY EQUITY POINTS TO CURRENT EMPLOYEES

WHEREAS, the City of Mayer previously submitted a Pay Equity Report to the Department of Employee Relations on January 28, 2003; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Employee Relations sent to the City of Mayer a Notice of Non-Compliance on December 12, 2003; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Employee Relations has extended a grace period to the City of Mayer until October 21, 2004, in which to submit a new Report with newly assigned pay equity points to the City’s employees; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary for the City to form a committee to evaluate the current duties and responsibilities of all municipal employees in order to assign accurate and current pay equity points to each employee prior to October 21, 2004; and

WHEREAS, this committee shall meet as often as necessary in order to achieve the objectives of the committee; and

WHEREAS, this committee shall have recommendation authority to the council to assign accurate and current pay equity points to each municipal employee; and

WHEREAS, this committee shall be in existence solely for the limited purpose of assigning accurate and current pay equity points to each municipal employee; and

WHEREAS, the council members of this committee shall be Mayor Gerry Thomas and Council Member Myron Taylor: and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires the City Administrator to be present at all meetings of the committee established through this Resolution; and

WHEREAS, this committee shall no longer be in effect after October 22, 2004; and

WHEREAS, if the City needs to further address pay equity issues after October 22, 2004, and wishes to do so through a committee, the City will need to adopt a separate resolution at that time to form a committee to address any additional issues that it wishes to do so through a committee;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Mayer, Minnesota, that effective as of the date of this Resolution, the City of Mayer has established a personnel committee to assign accurate and current pay equity points to all municipal employees prior to October 21, 2004.

Motion carried and the resolution was adopted by the City Council of the City of Mayer, Minnesota, and this 27th day of September, 2004.

Cold Water Crossing 6th Addition 

City Planner presented the following planning and zoning recommendations to the Council for Cold Water 6th Addition: 

1. Incorporation of recommendations by the City Engineer in the memo dated September 3, 2004.

2. Incorporation of the recommendations of Carver County Water Management in the memo dated August 26, 2004. 

3. Resolution on the potential trail, located on the north side of Rocky Meadow Lane, with a preference to install the trail. 

4. Placement of a sign in the vicinity of the southeast corner of the City’s wastewater lagoons, indicating their presence. 

5. Payment of final park dedication fee in the amount of $60,140.96

Discussion between the Council, Staff and Developer about the trail placement and future placement of trails took place in regards to Condition #3 brought forward by the Planning Commission.  Rasmussen stated that the Planning Commission desired a trail on the north side of Rocky Meadow Lane that would wrap around the road in the west portion of the development. City Attorney Dave Hubert stated that was the intention in the original preliminary plat, however it was never determined who would pay for the trail. The Council expressed a desire for additional trail easement and construction, at the cost of the developer, in the remainder of the property that has not yet been final platted. The developer indicated that he would work with staff on additional trails in his plan for preliminary plat amendment on the remaining property. 

On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Taylor, the Council directed staff to secure additional trail access in the proposed amendment area, at the developers cost, and that the developer could not seek final plat on any additional phases until additional trail access was secured.  Motion carried

On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve Cold Water Crossing 6th with the following conditions:

1. Incorporation of recommendations by the City Engineer in the memo dated September 3, 2004.

2. Incorporation of the recommendations of Carver County Water Management in the memo dated August 26, 2004. 

3. Placement of a sign in the vicinity of the southeast corner of the City’s wastewater lagoons, indicating their presence. 

4. Payment of final park dedication fee in the amount of $60,140.96

Public Works Director

WWTF


Reported that most of the concrete has been poured and the piping in between the new and existing facilities will be completed within the next week.  Progress meeting was held on September 16, 2004.

Patching of streets is complete 


Repair of restroom at community center 

Public Works Director requesting direction on the culvert on 1st Street.  Request for the City to replace the culvert.  Council directed staff to complete a sight inspection, determine ownership of the property and return with a recommendation to Council.  
Water Tower Demolition Bids

Staff informed the Council that the new water tower is on line and it is appropriate to demolish the old water tower.  Staff then presented demolition bids into three areas 

1. Demolition of water tower and removal of all of the foundation. 

2. Demolition of water tower and removal of  the foundation to 2 feet below grade

3. Demolition of water tower.   

Staff recommended that the Council award the bid for demolition of the water tower only to the low bidder of Iseler Demolition in the amount of $9,940.00.  Staff will present separate bids at the next Council meeting for the removal of foundations and capping of the water main.  On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member McIntosh to award the bid to Iseler Demolition in  the amount of $9,940.00 and to request separate bids for the foundation and water main capping.  Motion carried. 

Parade Route

Request from the Lutheran High School to conduct a parade for homecoming.  The parade will start at the High School proceed south on HWY 25 turning by the 1st MN Bank continue back north on CO RD 23 and ending back at the High School.  On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the parade route for the Lutheran High Homecoming on October 15, 2004 at 5:00 PM.  contingent upon approval from MN DOT and Carver County.  Motion carried.  

Past Due Water Bill

On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Taylor to direct staff to send a letter to the owners of Ricks Corner Bar in reference to their outstanding water and sewer bill.  Motion carried. 

Annexation Discussion 

The Council discussed the fee for the orderly annexation agreement for the Hartman property.  On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Taylor the City would be agreeable to 1 ½ times the current property taxes.  Motion carried.
