WATER FILTER PLANT – CITY ENGINEER
The City of Mayer had previously authorized Bolton & Menk, City Engineers to submit plans for the new water filter plant to the Minnesota Department of Health.  Their review is not expected back for another two weeks.  With this in mind, Lana Tullis of Bolton & Menk, advised the Council that if the City would authorize the advertisement of bids, there would still be time to amend any changes to specifications before the bid date opening of June 14, 2006.  There would be a 60 day bid hold date and a one year timeline for construction.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to authorize the advertisement for bid of the new water filter plant, with bid opening date of June 14, 2006.  Motion Carried 4/0
CITY ADMINISTRATOR
1. Development Agreement for Fieldstone 2nd Addition – It was decided to table the approval of a resolution approving the Development Agreement for Fieldstone 2nd Addition until the Council has a chance to review the document.  The Council will meet at 6 p.m. on Monday May 15th before the NIMS training session to approve this document.
2. Expert Asphalt Request for Additional Cost for Trails– The City accepted a bid from Expert Asphalt last fall for trails.  They did not pave W. Ridge Park trails or the short section of trail along Coldwater Crossing last fall due to the cold temps.  They are requesting an increase in the cost of asphalt mix for the remaining trails to be hard surfaced.  They would be reimbursed the increase in just the mix costs from last fall to now, an additional tonnage cost of $17.35 per ton.   Since the Park Commission is unsure about the final design of the W Ridge Park trail system, the additional cost would only be for the short section of Coldwater Crossing trail.  The W Ridge Park trail would have to be rebid in the future.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Oman to approve the request for additional trail costs for the section of the Coldwater Crossing trail only.  Motion Carried 4/0  The Contractor will be asked to repair any warranty work from last fall by June 15th.  
3. Gridor Request for Release of Funds – The City required Gridor Construction to provide pledged securities for the Wastewater Treatment Facility addition.   The securities were to assure the project was completed to specifications and to the City’s satisfaction.  The contractor is asking for release of these securities at this time.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Oman to approve the request of Gidor Construction for the release of securities provided the following conditions are met: 1. The City has received a signed IC134; 2. All punch list items are satisfied; and 3. Public Works approves of the landscape and seeding, waiting until the grass has been mowed once.  Motion Carried 4/0
4. Basic Crisis Communications Planning – Mayor Thomas attended a recent Minnesota Mayor’s Conference that discussed the importance of Basic Crisis Communications Planning.  The League of Minnesota Cities recommends that cities develop and implement a thorough crisis communications plan.  It was decided that the Council, Staff, Public Works and Fire Chief meet after the NIMS training on Monday May 15th to set a time to develop a crisis communications plan.
