PLANNER SECOND INTERVIEWS

Each candidate arrived 45 minutes early and was asked to prepare a presentation of a Preliminary Plat of Sunset Meadows.  They were to provide as much information as they felt necessary to give the City Council the direction to make a decision on the Final Plat.  
They each were also given a mock building permit to review for an addition of an accessory shed.  City Planner Alger would be reviewing their work for completeness.  

The Council heard from Benjamin Baker at 6:00 p.m. and Kimberly Green at 6:30 p.m.  Each candidate was also asked “Why should the City of Mayer hire you?

The Council thanked both candidates for their second interview.  After their departure, both candidates’ presentation styles were discussed.

There was further discussion on salary. A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Taylor to offer a beginning Planner salary of $39,500.00 and to authorize the Personnel Committee to negotiate up to $41,500.00 for the first six months.  Motion Carried 5/0
Administrator Murphy phoned Mr. Baker to inform him of their decision.  He would like to think about the offer until early next week.  

The offer would be extended to the second candidate, should Mr. Baker decline.

The Council authorized reimbursement for mileage for both candidates.

EDA CANDIDATE INTERVIEWS

Potential EDA Candidates will be asked to come before the next Council meeting Monday April 25, 2005 for short interviews as to why they would like to be considered for this Commission.
LICENSE CONTRACT FOR WWTF

There are potential problems that have come up with the contract with Greg Kluver and Randy Devries in operating the new WWTF.  They would like two separate contracts and two separate checks for their services.  This could cause an issue with contract vs. employee.  Administrator Murphy also asked the Council to think about how to handle the situation if Kluver does not pass the class A license.  Bolton & Menk would operate the plant on a month by month contract until Kluver does pass the test.  Administrator Murphy will talk to Greg tomorrow.
There being no further business, a MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Smith to adjourn the special meeting at 7:40 p.m.
