Meeting called to order at 6:33 PM by Chair Stifter.

V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Site Plan Review – 421 Ash Avenue North (Finn’s Place)
Planner Baker presented the staff report and overview of the proposed site plan.  The proposed site plan showed an enclosed patio area along Ash Avenue North.  Although the original site plan showed a rod iron fence surrounding the patio area, the applicant, Diane Buranen, stated that a 6’ tall cedar privacy fence would be erected along the southern property line and a 4’ tall cedar privacy fence would run parallel with Ash Avenue then continuing along the north side of the patio area.  Buranen stated that rod iron fencing is too expensive and that Finn’s Place does not have the financing to erect that type of fence because of a 40% cut in business due to the Hwy 25 Project.  LH stated that visibility and safety might be reduced if a privacy fence is erected.  LW asked about live music.  Buranen stated that the proposed privacy fence should help keep sound within the patio area.  Buranen also stated that the quality of parking around Finn’s Place was lost due to the Hwy 25 Project.   
Motion: DW/LH, all in favor; to approve the site plan (patio area and fence) with the following conditions:
· Construction of the proposed fence and new door shall not begin until a building permit is approved by the commercial building inspector.

· The proposed fence shall meet the requirements stated in Ordinance 102-U, 6.14 Fences.

· The fence along Ash Avenue North shall be setback 2 feet away from the right-of-way line.
1. Public Hearing - Ordinance # 102-W (6.19 Signs)
Chair Stifter opened the public hearing at 7:00 PM.

Planner Baker presented Ordinance 102-W, repealing the current sign ordinance language and adding the new language (Exhibit A).  He highlighted the sandwich board signs section, temporary signs, and commercial/industrial signs.  The Commission discussed deleting the whole sandwich board signs section.  However, they decided to leave the language in to promote downtown business.  They also discussed temporary signage and decided that only one temporary sign shall be allowed at a time to eliminate visual clutter.
Chair Stifter closed the public hearing at 7:30 PM.
Motion: KG/DW, all in favor; to approve Ordinance Amendment 102-W, Sign Ordinance, with the following language correction to General Standards – H:
· “There shall be no more than one (1) portable or temporary sign on any lot at a time…”
