CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT

· WWTF Addition – Administrator Murphy reported for Virg Muller that the WWTF expansion is progressing on schedule.  It should be ready for July 15th startup.
METROPOLITAN COUNCIL – WWTF

Sector Representative Tom Caswell and Bryce Pickart of Met Council appeared before the Council over three years ago to discuss rural growth and the possibility of Met Council acquiring rural wastewater treatment facilities.   They are back today to get a sense from the current Council for Met Council acquiring and operating our WWTF.  If there is further interest, they would sit down and go into the process in more detail.  They discussed the process and current policy in place.  This is a volunteer program.   The 2010 time frame for the next expansion was discussed.  Pickart stated that if Met Council controlled our facility; plans would be started immediately for the next phase.  After some discussion, the Council felt that this program is worth further discussion, and authorized a follow up meeting with staff.
STAFF REPORTS

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Comprehensive Plan Amendment Resolution # 06-13-05-15 – The City of Mayer – Planning & Zoning Department is seeking approval for an amendment to the Comprehensive Plan to include approximately 533 acres located on the east side of State Hwy 25 from 62nd Street and State Hwy 7.  Currently, the City’s adopted Comprehensive Plan includes only the southwestern 60 acres of the subject area, which is designated as Public Institutional and Low/Medium Density Residential and staged for development in 2006-2010. Bill Thibault, of Thibault & Associates, has completed the Fieldstone Comp Plan Amendment report.  The amendment report highlights a description of the subject area, background & purpose, existing land use, conceptual plan, the actual plan, development staging plan, forecasts, wastewater, water stormwater, and implementation.  Mr. Thibault was present at the meeting to discuss changes made to the Comp Plan Amendment and answer any questions. The Planning Commission recommends approval to the comprehensive plan amendment.  
Developer Scott Gates asked if the City addressed the existing lot inventory.  He stated that there is currently 5 years of inventory.  He was told that only approved plats were taken into consideration.  Dave Hagen, representing Backes Companies, was assured by the city’s commitment to the current water and sewer system of future connection to water and sewer for preliminary plats.
A motion was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve Resolution # 06-13-05-15, the Comprehensive Plan Amendment.  Motion Carried 5/0
2. Wetland Delineation of W. Ridge Park – The Parks & Recreation Commission discussed the potential presence of a wetland in West Ridge Park.  The Commission discussed having a master plan completed for West Ridge Park and felt that delineation of the potential wetland would be appropriate.  Council acted upon the request of the Parks & Recreation Commission at their May 23rd meeting by recommending staff to seek cost estimates for the wetland delineation.  Staff has received a proposal for the delineation from Kjolhaug Environmental Services Company.  According to the Kjolhaug proposal, the delineation can be completed for an estimated fee of $1,300 to $1,500 with expenses estimated at $250 for reports copies, mileage, and film.  A motion was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the wetland delineation of W. Ridge Park as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Development Attorney – Previously staff had requested that the Cold Water Crossing Development issues go to George Hoff of Hoff, Barry and Kuderer.  Staff is now requesting that all development issues be addressed by this firm.  A motion was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag approving George Hoff as the attorney for the City of Mayer on all development issues.   Motion Carried 5/0
2. Authorization for the Administrator to Approve Attendance at Trainings – Staff is requesting authority to be able to approve one day trainings for employees.  Staff will make sure that adherence to the budget and staffing needs are met.  Any request requiring an overnight stay or more than a one day conference will be presented to Council for approval.  A motion was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor authorizing the City Administrator to approve one day training for employees as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0
3. Authorization for Public Works Staff to Attend Solid Waste Conference – A motion was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag authorizing the public works employee to attend the MWOA Conference on July 28- 29, 2005.   Motion Carried 5/0
4. Hollywood Township -Camden Township – Road Issues – The 1983 Maintenance Agreement with Camden Township for the annexed portion of 70th St was discussed.  Hollywood Township wants to assume maintenance of the Cart way which was part of this agreement.  Camden Township would like the City of Mayer to enter into a new maintenance agreement for 70th St.  The City will contact Hollywood Township to discuss annexing the cart way.  Dave Hubert and Administrator Murphy will work on a new Maintenance Agreement for 70th St, which will only be needed until this portion of street is improved and annexed.
5. Coldwater Crossing 6th Addition Development Agreement Resolution #06-13-05-16 – The City’s Development Attorney has been working with Mr. Gates on the Development Agreement for the 6th Addition of Coldwater Crossing, and is recommending its approval by Resolution # 06-13-05-16.  Mr. Gates expressed his disagreement with the current form.  After a much heated discussion between the Developer and the Council, a motion was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to approve Resolution # 06-13-05-16, the Development Agreement for Coldwater Crossing 6th Addition as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0.
6. Approve Standard Plate for Marking of Storm Water Ponds and Wetlands – The City Engineer and City Staff have reviewed the plates and specifications for wetland monitoring and are recommending a change to the current sign, Plate Number 503.   Staff is also recommending an additional sign be placed to alert property owners about storm water ponding, Plate number 503 A.   A motion was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor approving plate numbers 503, 503A for the City of Mayer standard plate and specification requirements. Motion Carried 5/0
7. Approval of Comp Time for Planner – Personnel committee met on Monday, June 6, 2005 and is recommending to the City Council to authorize eight hours of comp time per month for the evening meetings and extra hours that the planner will be attending.  A motion was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member McIntosh approving eight hours per month for comp time for the planner.   Motion Carried 5/0
8. Hidden Creek 5 & 6th Addition Grading Plan Approval - Developer would like to be able to start grading their project before the development agreement is signed.  The Development attorney has reviewed and provided an agreement – Resolution # 06-13-05-14.  City Engineer has also reviewed and is in agreement to allow the Developer to begin grading.  A motion was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag approving Resolution # 06-13-05-14, the Grading Agreement for Hidden Creek Development 5th and 6th Additions and that a Letter of Credit, which is 125% of the grading costs, is deposited with the City.  Motion Carried 5/0
9. Mayer Baseball Club – A motion was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Taylor to accept a $3,000.00 donation toward Old Schoolhouse Park from the Mayer Baseball Club.  Motion Carried 5/0
10. Approve LHS Baseball Field Donation – A motion was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve a donation of $3,000.00 from the Park Recreation Budget to Lutheran High School for the purpose of Baseball Field maintenance for all the years of City use.  Motion Carried 5/0
