MAYER CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES - 
JULY 28, 2003

CALL REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER AT 7:30 P.M. BY MAYOR THOMAS

PRESENT: Mayor Thomas, Council McIntosh, Smith and Taylor
ABSENT: Council Plendl
ALSO PRESENT: Greg Kluver, Tim Hanson, Virg Muller, Ken Hunerberg, Art Borer, Charles Jirik, Harley Baumann, Don Wachholz, Jim McPadden, Rod Maetzold and Clerk Maetzold. 

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE MINUTES

MOTION made by Council Smith with a second by Council McIntosh to approve the minutes of the July 14, 2003 meeting as presented.  Approved 4/0

APPROVE ADDITIONAL CLAIMS FOR JULY 2003

MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve additional claims for July 2003 as presented.   Approved 4/0. 

APPROVE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS FOR JUNE 2003

MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve the Financial Statement for June 2003 as presented.  Approved 4/0.

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT

There was no report from the Sheriff’s Department.

· Clerk Maetzold reported that the County speed Trailer is available for the City’s use.  Guidelines and specifications for its use will be on file if the City decides to use it.
· Clerk Maetzold also updated the Council on continuing contract discussions.  

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT 

· WWTF Expansion – Virg Muller reported the following timeline: the Facilities Plan for the WWTF Addition will be ready to present to the Council at the next Council meeting.  At that time, plans and specifications could be ordered.  Plans and specs would be ready by December, with bids accepted and awarded in January 2004.  Building could begin in spring.
· Baseball Park Grading – Harley Baumann reported on the progress of the ball field grading.  Within 7 – 10 days, the ag lime infields will be completed and ready for irrigation installation.  Wetland mitigation should begin next week.  A target date of September 1st for the irrigation and seeding to be complete. A decision on trail installation will be made at the next meeting. 
· Development Updates – Mr. Hanson updated the Council with Development progress.
· Coldwater Crossing – Preliminary Street Inspections for 2nd & 3rd Additions.  Preliminary Storm Sewer inspection for 2nd Addition
· Sell C/I – Punch list compiled to be completed before final wear course is installed.
· Hidden Creek – Tim reported that there was a meeting with the Developer’s Engineers, Carver County Planning and Zoning, Soil and Water, Clerk Maetzold and himself to discuss the excess grading that has occurred beyond the 3rd Addition.  It was reported that they discovered an excess of 40,000 yds of fill during the initial grading and they have been using it to preliminarily grade into the 4th and 5th additions without approved grading plans.  Clerk Maetzold has concerns that the excess grading will disturb the water storage area just west of the proposed park and could potentially cause flooding and property damage if we receive above average snow fall this winter.  As a result, the Developer’s Engineer agreed to extend the solid piping of the field tile that runs through the development the rest of the way to 70th Street.  Also, a temporary holding pond will be created just north of 70th Street, adjacent to where the tile comes in to the development, to create a buffer should the water back up and cause 70th Street to flood.  The developer will get grading plans to the County by the end of the week for further review.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

· 2003 LGA Reduction Update – Clerk Maetzold reported that the amount of 2003 LGA Reduction amounted to $35,776, leaving the City with a net LGA balance of $499 for 2003.
NEW BUSINESS

· Watertown American Legion – Members from the Watertown American Legion appeared before the City Council to discuss selling Pull-Tabs in the City of Mayer.  They currently do not have a place to operate, since the City of Watertown closed their Municipal Liquor establishment six months ago.  They have operated in good standing since 1987.  They indicated that they have been approached by a Mayer Business to sell Pull-tabs and are asking the City about Mayer’s current ordinance, which prohibits outside organizations from operating within the City.  They asked whether there might be a clause to allow the Council to waive the current residence requirement.  Since the ordinance does not contain a waiver clause and any change to the ordinance would require an amendment, and that the Mayer Baseball Club currently operates in all three establishments within the City, their request was denied at this time.
· Approve 2004 County Prosecution Contract – Upon review, a MOTION was made by Council Taylor with a second by Council Smith to approve the 2004 County Prosecution Contract as presented.  Approved 4/0
· Set Right-Of-Way Permit Application Fee – Because the City currently has a Right-Of-Way ordinance, but no application/application fee has been established, a MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to set $200.00 as the Application fee for the City’s Right-Of-Way Application as presented.  Approved 4/0  All current utilities will be faxed the information for their records.
· Dual Water Meter Policy – This matter was tabled until the next meeting.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT

Chief Maetzold appeared before the Council to report that the County has updated the County Mutual Aid Agreement, and that it is ready for approval.  MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve the new Countywide Fire Department Mutual Aid Agreement.  Approved 4/0

The Mayer Fire Relief Association final Pull-Tab report was presented.  Included with the final net profit is the previous contribution toward the Park playground equipment of $20,000.  They also wish to purchase a Thermal Imaging gun with the remainder of the proceeds which will be coming to the City.
Chief Maetzold also reported that major repairs are needed for the 1987 second pumper.  During a recent hose test, the pump suffered major damage.  A cost estimate of $15,000 will certify a rebuilt pump.  It will be at least six weeks before all repairs are complete.
CITY MAINTANENCE REPORT 

Greg Kluver reported the following:
· Well #2 is up and running again

· City trees have been trimmed

· He will mark streets for patching

· Kathy Stieve drainage problem was discussed.  Since the Coldwater Crossing Development has already been reimbursed and is their responsibility, the City will have repaired and bill the Developer.

· WWTF sampler needs repair.  MOTION was made by Council Smith with a second by Council Taylor to purchase two small dorm refrigerators from Sears.  Approved 4/0

PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT

Council McIntosh updated that Council that the Planning Commission held a Public Hearing earlier this evening to review a proposed Zoning change and has recommended that the re-zoning of Bob’s Repair (a newly annexed piece of property at 6180 Hwy 25) be re-zoned from Ag to C-1.
OTHER BUSINESS:

· Pleasant View Townhome Project Update – Clerk Maetzold reported that the Pleasant View Townhome Project did not receive funding with its first submission, but did rank quite high (only resubmitted projects were funded).  It was submitted again last Thursday, and we should know sometime in October whether or not it will receive funding this round.

· Set 2004 Budget Meeting Date – A tentative date of August 26 or 27 was set for a workshop for the 2004 budget.  Clerk Maetzold will check whether that date will work for Council Plendl.
· Collaborative Meeting – Mayor Thomas reported that a collaborative meeting between the Cities of Mayer and Watertown and the Watertown/Mayer School District will hold their monthly meeting on Wednesday, July 30th at the Mayer Community Center beginning at 7:00 a.m.  All Council members are invited to attend.

· Coldwater Crossing Parkland Dedication Discussion – The Council again discussed a possible change to Coldwater Crossing’s Parkland Dedication.  Mr. Gates is now proposing a cash donation in lieu of land dedication.  Council agreed that the purchase price of land needs to be verified, and that the cash donation will be used for parks as the City determines with no conditions.  It was agreed also that the donation could be paid in two equal payments, with the second payment due prior to approval of the 6th Addition but no later that September 1, 2004 together with interest at the rate of 6% from August 1, 2003.
