Deleted the Minnesota State Statutes and federal laws from 1 added to number 3  to include alcohol, changed the rental fee to reservation fee and completely removed the rental fee section, and made the reservation deposit non-refundable.  

R E N T A L   A G R E E M E N T

Old Schoolhouse Park Concessions

Any individual, family, group, team, or organization interested in renting the Old Schoolhouse Park concessions facility shall read the “conditions of rental” (below) and sign this rental agreement.  The concessions facility shall be scheduled by order of request and officially reserved by paying the correct deposit amount.  The concessions facility will be rented out in 4 hour time increments or by the day.

Conditions of Rental:
1. The renter shall comply with all City regulations.
2. The renter shall be solely responsible for supervising the conduct of the members of their group.

3. The concessions facility is an alcohol and smoke free facility; smoking or alcohol of any kind is prohibited.
4. Rental fee shall be paid prior to or when the key is picked up.  The key shall be dropped off at the Community Center the next business day. 

5. The renter is responsible for clean up.  Spills shall be wiped up, floors are to be swept and washed, and all counters and equipment cleaned.  Any garbage shall be brought to the Community Center dumpster.  New garbage bags provided by the renter,  shall be installed in each garbage can.  All cleaning must be completed the same day as rented or deposit will be withheld.  Any extra cleaning needed, not covered by the damage and cleaning deposit, will be billed at $20/hour. 

6. Compensation will be demanded for any damages or losses, which occur at the facility during the time of rental.  The damage deposit will be returned after the facility has been inspected, and is determined that no damage has occurred.  Any damage above this amount will be billed to the renter.

7. The City of Mayer will not be held responsible for any personal property that is lost, stolen, or damaged at the facility.
