CALL REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER AT 7:30 P.M. BY MAYOR THOMAS

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE MINUTES

MOTION made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve the minutes of the October 13, 2003 meeting as presented.  Approved 5/0

APPROVE ADDITIONAL CLAIMS FOR OCTOBER 2003

MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Smith to approve additional claims for September 2003 as presented.   Approved 5/0. 

APPROVE FINANCIAL STATEMENT FOR SEPTEMBER 2003

MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Smith to approve the Financial Statement for September 2003 as presented.  Approved 5/0.

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT 

· WWTF Expansion – Greg Kluver reported that he has been helping with the review and selection process of equipment for the preliminary and secondary treatment portions of the WWTF expansion.
· Metro Environment Partnership Grant – This past Friday, the City was notified that our 2003 Metro Environment Partnership Grant application for the Mayer Southern Regional Stormwater Pond project has been approved for funding in the amount of $150,000.00.  The next step in the process is to draft a grant agreement contract, after a detailed work plan and budget for the project is received.  Mr. Hanson also reported that a portion of Mayer’s Stormwater Management Plan can be tied to this grant.
· Development Updates – Mr. Hanson updated the Council with Development progress.
· New Water Tower – The footings have been poured, and all foundation work should be completed by the end of this week.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

· Stormwater Management Plan – Carver County’s Water Management Plan requires local units of government to develop a surface water management plan for rate control, water quality and erosion control.  The matter of developing this plan was revisited.  James R. Hill Inc is proposing a cost estimate for the development of a stormwater management plan in the amount of $43,930.00.  Should project costs exceed the estimated amount, they will detail past and anticipated expenditures to complete the project with the Council prior to exceeding the estimated amount.  Tim also outlined a cost recovery plan to help with funding the project.  Since word has been received of the Metro Environment Partnership Grant, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Smith to approve and move forward with Mayer’s Stormwater Management Plan as presented.  Approved 5/0
· City Park Name – Clerk Maetzold brought to the Council’s attention that the name “City of Mayer Fireman’s Park” may not be “politically correct”.  The Council agreed, and send that task of name selection back to the Park Committee for recommendations.
NEW BUSINESS

·  Hidden Creek – 4th Addition Final Plat – Dave Hagen of Loucks Associates appeared before the Council requesting approval for Hidden Creek – 4th Addition Final Plat.  The Planning Commission has recommended approval.  The street easement to the north was discussed.  The City is working with Carver County Rail Authority for at least a temporary crossing which would line up with Coldwater Crossing to the north.  After discussion a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the Final Plat for Hidden Creek – 4th Addition subject to the Planners recommendations dated October 24, 2003 and the City Engineer’s recommendations dated October 27, 2003, as well as signed Developers Agreements for Hidden Creek West and Hidden Creek 4th Addition.  Approved 5/0
· Waste Management Rate Increase – Notice has been received that effective with the November 1st billing statement, they are requesting an increase of 3% per our agreement.  After discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Smith to approve the 3% increase and to authorize it be passed along to the residents with their monthly billing statements.  Approved 5/0  It was also discussed that at the end of the City’s contract with Waste Management, bids be sought from other carriers.
The meeting was recessed until after the Public Hearing.
PUBLIC HEARING – 8:00 P.M. ON PROPOSED IMPROVEMENT CITY OF MAYER 2003 WEST RIDGE ROAD RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT.

Tim Hanson, City Engineer Reviewed the project with the prepared handout materials.  The proposed improvements reconstruct an existing public street, construct concrete curb and gutter, and provide storm sewer improvements to the parcels adjacent to West Ridge Road, West Ridge Circle and Rustic Road.  
Assessment to the adjacent parcels is proposed to be by a unit basis.  Each residential lot will be assessed one unit of project costs.  Corner lots, lots with frontage on two streets, will be assessed an additional 20% of a unit for the side street frontage.  The front side of a corner lot is the short side and assessed one unit.  The long side is considered the side frontage and assessed 20% of a unit.  The total number of unit assessments for the proposed project is 30.2 units.  ($5,669.54 = one unit)

The Project Schedule was reviewed, and is well underway.

The assessment term is proposed to be for 20 years.  The interest rate of the assessment is proposed to be 5.75%.  Residents will have 30 days from this Public Hearing to prepay their assessments without interest.  They may pay the balance at any time during the assessment term.

There was a questions and answer period.  Discussion included alternate stormwater routes for West Ridge Circle.  Mr. Hanson will investigate.

A MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve Resolution 10-27-03-22 Adopting  Assessment City of Mayer 2003 West Ridge Road Reconstruction Project.  Approved 5/0

The regular Council meeting was reconvened.  

NEW BUSINESS - CONTINUED

PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT

Council Plendl reported that several items of Brad Quaas were reviewed by the Planning Commission and recommended for approval.  1) A third mini storage building on his lot in the Sell C/I Park.  2) A new building to be used as his auto body repair shop, also to be built on his lot in the Sell C/I Park.  3) The conversion of his mini storage building at 325 Ash Ave N into three offices.  After review, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the three projects of Brad Quaas as presented subject to the recommendations of City Staff.  Approved 5/0
CITY MAINTANENCE REPORT 

Greg Kluver reported that a site has been secured for street sweepings at Goose Lake Auto.  Greg also reported on WWTF blower repairs.  It was suggested that these blowers be retrofitted from a four belt system to a six belt system at a cost of $847.00, to avoid another repair bill of $2,500.00 for bearing replacement. These blowers will not be reused in the new addition.   After discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Smith to approve the retrofit to a six belt system with matched belts for the current blowers.  Approved 5/0  Greg also reported that after the installation of the automatic transfer switch at the WWTF, the original manual switch has been saved to possibly be installed at the Community Center.  Clerk Maetzold will contact the DNR for the possibility of a generator for the Community Center which could serve as a Command Center in the event of a natural disaster in the City.
MAYER BASEBALL CLUB

Tice McPadden appeared before the Council to request renewal of Premise Permits to conduct charitable gambling in the City’s three bars.  After Discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve Resolution 10-27-03-23, approving the renewal of Premise Permits to conduct Charitable Gambling at Bootlegger’s Bar & Grill, Heldt’s Bar, and Bushwackers Bar & Grill.  Approved 5/0
OTHER BUSINESS:

· Cooperative Meeting – Mayor Thomas encouraged the Council to attend the Cooperative meeting of the Cities of Watertown and Mayer and the Watertown/Mayer School District Wednesday, October 29th at the Mayer Community Center beginning at 7:00 a.m.
· Community Center Janitor – Council McIntosh & Taylor have met with Alyssa Plendl to discuss cleaning at the Community Center.  She has indicated that she still is interested in the position.  They went over the job description and highlighted areas needing improvement.  Council Taylor has compiled Cleaning Instructions for the Community Center, as well as a Cleaning Activity Report.  The Council will review, bring back any changes and discuss at the next meeting.  Deputy Clerk Hoese will walk through the building on Wednesday’s and Friday’s and is to report to Council McIntosh or Taylor of items not cleaned, so they can follow up with her.
It was reported that a commercial vacuum is needed for the Community Center.  A MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Smith to purchase a commercial vacuum with brush attachment for blinds at a cost of $495.00 plus $25.00.  Approved 5/0  The vacuum is to be locked in the janitor’s storage room when not in use.

It was decided to have the Fire Station, WWTF Administration Office and the Community Center floors stripped and waxed this Fall.  The carpets will also be cleaned.

· Liquor on the East side of Highway 25 – In lieu of the new Off Sale Liquor Store that has been approved, it was brought to the City’s attention of an old 1887 provision attached to the Title of land east of Highway 25 in the original section of town, that no liquor could be manufactured, sold or disposed of.  The City attorney has reviewed the issue and has indicated that it is not a City issue.  This provision has certainly outlived its purpose and only heirs could possibly object to this matter.  
· Special Personnel Meeting – Monday, November 3rd, the Council will meet in a Special Session at 6:00 p.m. at the Mayer Community Center to discuss Personnel Issues.   Clerk Maetzold will post notices of the meeting.

· Fire Department MCI Rescheduled – The Mayer Fire Department Mass Casualty Incident (MCI) has been rescheduled to Tuesday, November 4th at the Mayer Community Center.  The Carver County Emergency Services will conduct this tabletop training session, which involves Lutheran High School and Fire Departments of Mayer, Watertown and New Germany as well as the Ridgeview Paramedics, Red Cross and Carver County Sheriff’s Office.  The Council is encouraged to attend to see what their roll may be in such an event.
