I. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 7:07 PM by Chair Stifter.
II. Adopt Agenda

IV. OLD BUSINESS

V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Public Hearing – Conditional Use Permit – 108 Ash Avenue North
Baker presented the staff report and explained the Conditional Use Permit application.  Chair Stifter opened a public hearing at 7:14 PM.

Mike Babler asked about different sign options.  The Commissioners informed him that no signs can be painted directly onto a building’s roof or siding and additional signs would need to go through a review process.  DW expressed concern with potential outside storage problems.  The Commission stated that the site should be kept up and maintained per City regulations.  TS mentioned that the Commission might want to consider adding a future CUP review date to the list of conditions.  Joel Hentges, Real Estate Agent, discouraged the Commission from adding any future review dates.  Current property owner, Brad Frantsen, stated that his current auto body shop business was EPA and OSHA compliant.  After listening to Gary Hittle, neighboring property owner, RM suggested requiring a maintenance free fence along the north property line.  Chair Stifter closed the public hearing at 7:42 PM.
Motion: DW/LW, all in favor; to recommend Conditional Use Permit approval for an auto body shop at 108 Ash Ave North with the following conditions:

1. Evidence shall be demonstrated for the items listed under Zoning Ordinance 7.05.1, Standards for Granting Conditional Use Permits.

2. Said conditional use permit is non-transferable and shall expire upon the sale or transfer of ownership of the use of property.

3. No signs of any type will be painted directly onto the roof or sides of a building.

4. Said property shall at no time have in excess of two (2) disabled vehicles on the premises that are not screened from view.  Disabled vehicles shall be maintained on the premises for no longer than six (6) months.

5. A 6’ tall 100% opaque maintenance free fence shall be placed along the north property line for a distance running from the existing 60’ x 40’ garage to the rear alley right-of-way line.  

6. A 6’ tall 100% opaque maintenance free fence or screen planting shall be erected along the south property line for a distance running from the existing 60’ x 40’ garage to the rear alley right-of-way line.  A gap may be allowed for the existing walkway.
