SENIOR COMMISSION – MAUREEN MELGAARD - SCHNEIDER
Maureen Melgaard-Schneider, a Senior Services Development Consultant, appeared before the Council to discuss the Carver County Health Partnership’s mission to create “Senior Friendly” Communities in Carver County and to encourage the City of Mayer to establish a local senior advisory committee.  The roll of a Senior Commission in the City of Mayer is to promote, plan and implement Senior Friendliness initiatives in our community and to work with the Carver County Health Partnership to develop and implement a comprehensive countywide plan for Senior Friendliness.
The first step would be for the Council to adopt a resolution.  The City would then advertise for members to serve on the local senior advisory committee.  Ms. Melgaard-Schneider would then train members and help administer a survey to find out how Senior Friendly our community is.

After some discussion, it was decided that the matter would be brought back to the next Council meeting for further discussion/approval.

1. Approval of Resolution 02-27-2006-05 Amending the Orderly Annexation Agreement with Watertown Township – Council had instructed the City Attorney at the January 23, 2006 meeting to pursue changing the orderly annexation agreement with Watertown Township regarding the section on revenue sharing. Previously the section had the City collecting the per acre fee and then paying the Township.  The City does not wish to collect the fee for the Township and the fee should be between the developer and the Township.  The resolution changes the language to reflect the change.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul with a second by Council Member Haag Approve Resolution 02-27-2006-05 Amending the Orderly Annexation Agreement with Watertown Township.  Motion Carried 4/0
2. Approval to Advertise for a Park Coordinator Position – This is a joint position with the City of Watertown and the Watertown-Mayer Schools.  Staff is requesting to advertise to fill the position and then to hold a Joint Supervisory Board Meeting on March 23, 2006 to review the applicants and to make some changes to the joint powers agreement.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul with a second by Council Member Haag to authorize the advertising of the Park Coordinator position.  Motion Carried 4/0
3. Approval of Resolution 02-27-2006-07 Establishment of a Public Works Committee - Staff has found that it is necessary to have a Public Works Committee to discuss issues pertaining to Public Works.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Oman with a second by Council Member Capaul to approve the establishment of a Public Works committee.  Motion Carried 4/0  Persons serving on this committee will be the City Administrator, Public Works Director, Mayor Thomas and Council Member Capaul.

4. Approval of Ordinance #125 Annexing the south ½ of 62nd Street – A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Capaul approving Ordinance #125 annexing the South ½ of 62nd Street into the City of Mayer.  Motion Carried 5/0 
5. Approval of Intern for Wastewater Plant – Public Works staff has been approached by a St. Cloud Technical Water Environment Technical Student about an internship with the City of Mayer at the WWTF.  This would be a non paid position for about a two week time period in April.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Oman with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the Intern for the Wastewater Plant as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0
6. Minnesota Mayor’s Conference – Mayor Thomas requested approval to attend the Minnesota Mayor’s Conference April 28-29, 2006 in Austin Minnesota.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Capaul to approve Mayor Thomas attend the Minnesota Mayor’s Conference April 28-29, 2006 in Austin Minnesota.
