APPROVE RESOLUTION 08-28-2006-33 SUPPORTING WATERTOWN TOWNSHIP’S ZONING FOR ANIMAL UNITS
The City has been contacted by Watertown Township requesting that the City support the current zoning for animal units, which would oppose a large feed lot operation from being placed to the north of Highway 7.  A MOTION was made by Council Haag and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve Resolution 08-28-2006-33 supporting Watertown Township’s zoning for animal units, and to excuse Administrator Murphy to present the Resolution to Watertown Township at their Public Hearing this evening. STAFF REPORTS

· The Council acknowledged a list of meeting, projects, and daily activities performed by the City Planner Ben Baker for the past month.   

· Administrator Murphy presented her monthly report outlining activities for the period July 22 – August 25, 2006.  The Council also reviewed the current investment report prepared by Administrator Murphy.
CITY ADMINISTRATOR

1. Resolution 8-28-2006-32 Bond for Minnesota PFA Loan of $2,627,000 – MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Haag approving Resolution 8-28-2006-32 accepting the offer of the Minnesota Public Facilities Authority to purchase a $2,627,000 General Obligation Water Revenue Note of 2006, providing for its issuance and authorizing execution of a Bond purchase and project loan agreement.  Motion Carried 5/0
2. Resolution 8-28-2006-30 Fieldstone II Development Agreement for 25 lots - Planner Baker reported that the Planning Commission has reviewed and is recommending approval of the Fieldstone II Development Agreement with an access easement to the Outlots.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Oman to approve Resolution 8-28-2006-32 Granting Final Plat for Fieldstone 2nd Addition.  Motion Carried 5/0
3. Carver County Prosecution Contract - Carver County Attorney Mike Fahey appeared before the Council to explain how the County Prosecution Agreement contract has been structured in the past.  The County, in effort to strive for more equal financial responsibility, is proposing alternative rate structures.  Currently the Cities pay 33%, and an additional County surcharge that was added in 2004 which is based on case load.  The County is proposing the Cities work toward a 50/50 reimbursement of costs (after subtraction of fine revenue).  If a City is not at that point, only a 5% increase from last year will be imposed allowing up to three years reaching the 50% mark.  Mr. Fahey also reported that CASE (Communities Against Senior Exploitation) is a Partnership of the County Attorney and the community to Prevent Elder Financial Exploitation.  His office is available to speak to Senior citizen groups and urged anyone to call for more information.
4. W. Ridge Park Grading Plan – Council had instructed staff to further research funding for the West Ridge Park grading plan.  Staff would propose awarding the contract to Hydro Engineering for a total amount of $155,062.24.  Of this amount, $109,200.24 could be taken from the Storm Water Fund and $45,862.00 from the Park Fund.  These amounts will leave $48,562.85 in the Storm Water Fund and $97,359.42 in the Park Fund.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Haag and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the contract with Hydro Engineering for grading improvements in the park and to complete a portion of the master storm water plan for the improvements through W Ridge Park in the amount of $155,062.24.  Motion Carried 5/0  
5. Interview Date for Public Works Position – The Personnel Committee has narrowed the list of Public Works candidates to be interviewed to five.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to set the date for interviews on Wednesday, September 13th beginning at 6 p.m., allowing up to 45 minutes per interview.  Motion Carried 5/0
6. Letter of Credit Reduction for Sunset Meadows –A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Oman to approve the reduction of the Letter of Credit for Sunset Meadows in the amount of $87,788.58 leaving the current Letter of Credit at $110,000.00.  Motion Carried 5/0
7. Project Assistance for Community Economic Development – Staff have been contacted by the Humphrey Institute to have available to the City a graduate student to complete a project for government entities.  EDA is recommending that the City utilize this program and ask the student to answer the question of “What strategies are most appropriate for this Community to explore for new business development?”  The only cost to the City would be for mileage, costs for data and copying.  The EDA set a budget of not to exceed $400.00.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Oman to apply for this program and to approve the EDA’s budget as recommended.  Motion Carried 5/0
8. Council Meeting Date for Finalize CIP and Street Repair Plan – Council had met previously and established a Capital Improvement Plan.  Staff has finalized amounts and now needs the Council to establish priority for the projects.  Also, Council had requested that the Engineer put together a street repair plan for 2007.  Staff would like input on the street repair plan.  The Council will review the CIP as part of the regular Council meeting September 11th, and if time permits they will review the street repair plan also.  If not, it may be moved to the September 25th meeting.
