CITY ADMINISTRATOR 

Site Plan Review -Verizon Wireless 
Staff presented the planning and zoning site plan recommendations.  Peter Campbell of Verizon wireless further explained the site plan changes. The shelter was shifted to accommodate for an addition to the Community Center.   The Council was in agreement with the construction of the tower and the changes to the site plan.  Council consensus was to have a 25 year lease with Verizon for the site.  On a motion by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Haag to approve the site plan for Verizon with the following conditions:  

1. The site has an eight foot fence and that the permit for the fence is a part of this application.

2. Removal of the barb wire on the fence which was on the site plan.

3.  The lease agreement includes language regarding potential impact to public facilities and utilities in the event of a catastrophic structural failure of the tower.  

4. The lease agreement gives the City the authority to require the Applicant to address issues relating to interference with public or private use of telecommunication devices, televisions, radios, computes, garage door openers, security systems or other equipment or devices should such interference be alleged in the future. 

5. The north and west sides of the area should be landscaped using decorative rock wall and bushes.  
6. The fence will be a black dipped small weave fencing
7. Landscaping plan will be part of the building permit

Conditional Use Permit 108 Ash Avenue North 
City Council discussed the conditional use permit for 108 Ash Avenue North  and recommendations of the planning commission.  Council expressed concerns about the applicant not completing the requirement of the fence.  Council tabled the review until the next meeting and wants the applicant to attend the meeting.  

Citizen Survey 
Council reviewed the citizen survey and requested the deletion of question 4 and the addition of a question regarding the approachability of the City Council.  Consensus of the Council is to send the survey with the next newsletter.  
Debt Study 

Council thought that this was part of the study that is being completed by Ehlers.  Instructed staff to contact Ehlers and clarify that a debt study is included in the financial study that was authorized by the Council.  
Sheriff’s Contract Amendment

The City of Mayer has agreed to participate in a regional police service plan with the City of New Germany, Watertown Township, and Hollywood Township. The regional plan will be implemented on May 1, 2008 and will include the following details:

Schedule:

A Liaison Corporal will be assigned to the region working primarily Monday – Friday, 

2 PM – 10:00 PM. The shifts are not backfilled when the deputy is on compensated time off (i.e. sick leave, holidays, vacation, training, etc.) except for workers compensation.
Time in Community:

The City of Mayer on average will receive 5 hours and 40 minutes of police service each day Monday – Friday.

The City of New Germany on average will receive 50 minutes of police service each day

Monday – Friday.

The Township of Watertown on average will receive 50 minutes of police service each day Monday – Friday.

The Township of Hollywood on average will receive 50 minutes of police service each day Monday – Friday.

On a motion by Council Member Haag and seconded by Council Member Stanley the Council approved the addendum to the 2008 Police Contract.  Motion carried. 5/0
Electronics Recycling

Staff wanted direction on conducting a free electronics recycling for the residents. Staff had contacted Waste Management and they wanted $.35 per pound to recycle electronics.   Staff has contacted Retrofit Companies and they are willing to do a free recycling for the City.  The City will have to pay for the containers and staff wanted to know if the City would pay this cost or charges a $1.00 fee.  Council concurred that the City should make it a free pick up.
