APPROVE AGENDA
MOTION made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the agenda of the August 8, 2005 meeting as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0

APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA
MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the Consent Agenda with a correction to the claims:  Motion Carried 5//0.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT

· WWTF Addition – Virg Muller of Muller Engineering reported that the WWTF is nearing completion.  He is holding the next pay request until some of the minor items are completed.  Equipment startup will begin as it is installed and ready to test.  Operators will be on hand for training.  Change order #4 will include final grade, electrical and cleanup work.
STAFF REPORTS

1. Community Center. – Administrator Murphy reported that the leak in the new roof has been repaired.  Staff will monitor with future rains. 

2. Parks –Planner Baker reported that a special meeting of the Parks Commission will take place in two weeks.  They plan to walk through the City parks and prioritize needs for each park. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Approve Resolution 08-08-05-23, Development Agreement for Fieldstone I – A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Haag to approve Resolution 08-08-05-23, Development Agreement for Fieldstone I.  This approval is subject to and conditional upon the following:       (Motion Carried 5/0)

a. Funds are deposited in the escrow account with the City in the amount of $10,000.00

b. Deposit with the City a letter of credit in the amount of $2,973,332.21.

c. Approved Engineer plans.

d. Payment of Easement costs of $5,300.00 
2. Approval of Diffuser Expense for Well #2 – The City’s well #2 has been struck by lightning on several occasions.  Staff completed an evaluation of the system and it was found that an additional cut out devise will solve the issue of lightning striking the well.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Taylor to authorize an expenditure of up to $1,500.00 for a diffuser to repair this lightning strike problem on Well #2.  Motion Carried 5/0.
3. Final Plat Hidden Creek 5th Addition - A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Taylor to acknowledge the request of a letter dated August 4, 2005 that Administrator Murphy presented from Loucks Associates, representing Backes Companies, requesting that the final plat for Hidden Creek 5th Addition be taken off the August 8, 2005 City of Mayer Council agenda and placed on the August 22, 2005 agenda.  There are still some things to work out in the development agreement and on the plans and hopefully we can get to the point where we are both comfortable with them by August 22nd.  Motion Carried 5/0
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Carver County U-Lead Request For Funding– In preparation for budget planning for 2006, the Carver County Elected Leadership Program is again requesting a contribution to the program.  Mayer budgeted $300.00 in 2005.  Council discusses the merits of this program, since very few meetings were attended by Mayer officials/staff.   The matter was tabled to later in the meeting.
2. Park Board Recommendation for Trails - The Park & Recreation Commission is recommending paving the existing trails in both Old School House Park (890’) and West Ridge Park (729’) along with constructing a connecting trail along Coldwater Crossing Between River Bend Trail and Co Rd 30 (275’).  The estimated cost for the three trails is approximately $25,000.  Staff is asking the Council to consider $30,000 for backfill and restoration along with extra costs that might occur.  Council asks that Planner Baker get two more quotes for this proposed work including restoration.  

3. Request for Watermain Extension – The owner of the vacant lot, PID# 50.5000070, is not in agreement with extending the water main from the corner of 5th St NE & Ridge Rd to the corner of his property at420 5th St NE.  Currently the two properties of 404 & 416 5th St NE are served from the corner of 5th St NE & Ridge Rd by separate individual water lines.  There is not a water main that would serve the additional lot at the end of 5th St NE.  Staff has informed the owner of the property that it would be the property owner’s responsibility to run water from the corner to his lot.  The owner is not is agreement with City Staff and is requesting that the City of Mayer run the main to the corner of his lot.  This is a non budgeted item and the cost is unknown to the City.  The City has discussed looping the water at the east end of 4th & 5th Streets NE sometime in the future.  The City would like to see a compromise.  The City Engineers were instructed to review the City’s Water Plan and look at options, including “looping” the system, and have figures for the next meeting.
4. Leveling West Ridge Park – Rich Cohrs has been sent a card of thanks for leveling the dirt at West Ridge Park.  The City did pay for fuel for his skid loader.  He may be asked to perform additional work once the needs of the Park are determined.

5. Policy on Dissemination of Information – A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the City of Mayer Policy concerning the Dissemination of Information and Compliance with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0  This policy provides guidance to City Staff on what information is to be released to citizens.

6. Safety Program –  The City of Mayer currently does not have a safety program in place.  Staff is prosing to implement the safety training program outline as provided by the League of MN Cities and MMUA.  Some of the training will require classroom attendance.  Staff has contacted the City of Watertown and they are willing to allow our employees to attend their classroom training when needed.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the Safety Program and presented and to authorize staff to attend safety training with the City of Watertown.  Motion Carried 5/0

7. Mayer Lutheran High School Watering Request – The City of Mayer has received a request to allow Mayer Lutheran HS to water outside of the established hours of watering.  The school is concerned for the health and safety of the children on the hard football field.  They are requesting to water the football field from 10:00 p.m. until 6:00 a.m. when needed.  After discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Smith to allow Mayer Lutheran High School to water from 10:00 p.m. until 6:00 a.m., which is outside of the established watering hours, when needed.  Motion Carried 5/0

8. Development Policy – City Staff has compiled a policy to help guide staff through the process for development review.  This should assure a more uniform and consistent review of developers’ requests.  A MOTION was made by Council Taylor with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the Development Policy for the City of Mayer as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0

9. Gym Rental Agreement for Mayer Lutheran High School – In the past, Mayer Lutheran has rented gym space from the City of Mayer for after school extra curricular sports practice.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the 2005 – 2006 school year Rental Agreement with Mayer Lutheran High School as presented at $16.50 per hour.  Motion Carried 5/0

10. Approval of Fire Relief Schedule I and II Lump sum Pension Plans for Reporting year 2005- A MOTION was made by Council Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the amount of $11,794.00, same as 2004, for the Mayer Fire Relief Pension Plan for the year 2005.  Motion Carried 5/0
OTHER BUSINESS

·  Public Works was instructed to rid several areas of noxious weeds.
· Carver County U-Lead Request For Funding – tabled from earlier – After a short discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Taylor to contribute $300.00 in 2006 for this Elected Leadership Program.  Motion Carried 5/0
