APPROVE AGENDA
MOTION made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Smith to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0

FIRE DEPARTMENT BUDGET
Fire Chief Rod Maetzold was on hand for the Fire Department portion of the budget.  

Administrator Murphy explained that $50,000 has been added to the budget for future fire station building/site purchase.  It was agreed that this amount should be added to the “General” Capital Building Fund for this purpose, so it doesn’t get added into the Fair Share Formula at this time.
The New Equipment Fund was increased to $25,000 to include budgeting for future capital equipment and vehicle purchases.

Other line items were reviewed and approved as presented.

GENERAL BUDGET

Administrator Murphy presented the proposed 2006 budget.  She is proposing a $169,920.00 increase over last year’s budget, which will not raise the tax levy due to increased tax capacity.  

· Sheriff’s Contract – Staff is proposing increasing patrol hours from 2 per day to 3 hours per day.  After Council discussion, it was decided to go with the County recommended increase of ½ hour, giving the City 2 ½ hrs of patrol per day, and to increase the CSO hours to five hours per week.
· EDA Budget – The EDA budget was reviewed and approved as presented.  Mayor Thomas suggested that the EDA could look at wind generation as a possible project to help save the City money on energy needs, possibly partnering with Zion and LHS for reduced rates. 

The Council would like Staff to work the numbers so as to keep the tax rate the same as last year.  They would also like to see what an increase of 3% and 5% would do to the levy.  There was general consensus that any increases could be added to the Park Capital Outlay fund.  

The Budget was tabled until the next Council meeting, August 22, 2005.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

· Change to Developer’s Agreement For Fieldstone 1st Addition – A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve the change to the Developer’s Agreement for Fieldstone to exclude the requirement for seal coating in exchange for a letter stating that the developer will accept the city assessments and not require the City to reimburse the developer.  Motion Carried 5/0
· Development Agreement for Coldwater Crossing 6th Addition – Staff has received the latest version of the Development Agreement for Coldwater Crossing 6th Addition this past weekend.  Staff would like more time to review the latest proposal and to have the Development Attorney layout City outcomes for this proposal.  Some of the outstanding issues are:

· Area charges for water and sewer benefits to the development

· Storm water

· Payment of Attorney fees

· Payment of Engineering fees incurred by Bolton & Menk

· Amount of Letter of Credit the Developer is proposing

· Developer reserves the right to sue the City
A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to table the Development Agreement for Coldwater Crossing 6th Addition to the August 22, 2005 Council meeting.  Motion Carried 5/0
NEW BUSINESS:
COUNCIL MEMBER MCINTOSH TO RESIGN

Because Council Member McIntosh has sold her home and is moving out of the City, a letter was received that stated Council Member McIntosh will resign as of October 1, 2005.

A list of candidates to fill the remainder of her position has been given to Administrator Murphy for her to contact.  The Council will formally accept Council Member McIntosh’s resignation at the next regular Council meeting.
