MAYER CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES – JUNE 14, 2004
CALL REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER AT 7:30 P.M. BY MAYOR THOMAS

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE COUNCIL MINUTES

MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the Council meeting minutes of May 24, June 1 & 2, 2004 as corrected.  Approved 3/0
APPROVE CLAIMS FOR JUNE 2004
Tabled until later in the meeting.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT

· WWTF Addition Update –Virg Muller advised the Council to wait until the June 28th Council meeting, when the EAW comment period is complete, to award the bid for the WWTF expansion.  June 29th has tentatively been set for a pre-construction meeting.  
· Elevated Water Storage Tank No. 2 – Site Improvements – Bids for Elevated Water Storage Tank No. 2 – Site Improvements were opened at 10:00 a.m. on June 9, 2004 at the City Offices.  A total of 2 bids were received.  The low bid was $51,532.50 submitted by Machtemes Construction Inc. of Mayer, MN.  Financing of the project will be from the city’s truck utility fund.  Municipal bonds were previously sold (April 2003) which included these improvements.  Engineering recommends award of the contract to Machtemes Construction.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to award the contract to Machtemes Construction for water tower site improvements in the amount of $51,532.50 as presented.  Approved 3/0
· Authorize Feasibility Study for North Central Historic Mayer Trunk Stormwater Improvements – Tim Hanson explained to the Council that the anticipated construction cost and land acquisition cost to construct a stormwater management pond and system for this area will be higher than anticipated in the 7th Street Feasibility Study.  Cost recovery for these improvements could be completed through a City Utility Fund and Developer contribution, Assessment to benefiting properties or a combination of both.  Staff is recommending the Council order a feasibility study to initiate the stormwater improvements with the intent to assess a portion of the project cost to the benefiting properties.  There was discussion that questioned whether the water could be piped and kept along the east side of Hwy 25.  Tim will estimate costs for this option, but he did think that the cost would well exceed land costs.  MOTION made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor authorizing a Feasibility Study for North Central Historic Mayer Trunk Stormwater Improvements.   Approved 3/0
· Land Acquisition for 7th Street and Ash Avenue Improvements – The acquisition of the Olson property for stormwater was tabled until the next Council meeting.
· Other items discussed – The recent rainfalls were discussed.  There have been high water levels in Hidden Creek.  Water has overtopped 70th Street with both rains (6/15 & 6/18).   The house at 1208 Meadow Parkway was sandbagged.  Water has gone down since Saturday night.  City, Staff and Carver County Soil & Water has met with Camden Township.  The City and Hidden Creek Developer are still evaluating alternatives.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

· City Administrator Update – Attorney Kelly Dohm has received positive reference checks on John Meyer.  She suggests that the City proceed with a job offer proposal to him.  The proposal was tabled until later in the meeting.
· Approve Claims for June 2004 – MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the claims for June 2004 as presented.   Approved 3/0
NEW BUSINESS:

· Preliminary Plat- Fieldstone- Hartman Communities: City Planner Chelsea Rasmussen, reported that the Planning Commission had recommended approval of the Fieldstone Preliminary Plat. Outlot D satisfies parkland dedication. Dean Johnson and Tim Hanson highlighted their reviews and comments. Rasmussen will schedule a meeting to go over the contingencies of the recommended approval. MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the preliminary plat of Fieldstone contingent upon the comments provided by Dean Johnson in his letter dated June 9th, 2004 and Tim Hanson in his letter dated June 11th, 2004, with the additional condition of sign placement at the end of each road to be extended, indicating it as such. Approved 3/0

· Ordinance #102-F- Rezoning Fieldstone- Hartman Communities: In order for Hartman Communities to develop, the City is required to rezone the parcel from Agriculture to PRD. Staff does not see any issues regarding rezoning, and the Planning Commission has recommended that Ordinance 102-F be approved, which rezones the Hartman parcel from Agriculture to PRD. MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve Ordinance 102-F, the rezoning of Fieldstone to PRD, subject to adoption of the Comprehensive Plat Amendment. Approved 3/0.

· Approve Resolution 06-14-04-04 Construction Site Policy -  MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve Resolution 06-14-04-04 adopting a Construction Site Policy.  Approved 3/0.

· Liquor License Application – Katherine Ginkel appeared before the Council to apply for a Liquor License for Rick’s Corner Bar & Grill, 421 Ash Avenue N.  The Application has been forwarded to the Sheriff’s Department for a background check.  The matter was tabled until the next meeting.  She will also need to provide evidence of ownership of the business.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

1. City Planner – 
· Hidden Creek Minor Lot Split - MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve a minor lot split in Hidden Creek to aid in a rear lot line correction as presented by the City Planner.  Approved 3/0  
· Zoning Ordinance Amendment Ordinance #102 – E – MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the Zoning Ordinance Amendment Ordinance #102-E as presented.  Approved 3/0
2. Community Center – Clerk Maetzold reported that the A/C units have been replaced on the gym area.  Approval was given for an additional $200.00 per basket for the installation of new retractable basketball hoops.  They have been ordered and should be installed this summer.  The rim has been repaired for basketball camp.
3. Water/Sewer – Greg reported that lightning has again taken out the VFD at Well #2 despite surge protection.  The technician will review tomorrow.  Greg presented an I & I proposal to seal joints of the sanitary sewer south of the railroad tracks.  Cured in place pipe was also discussed.  He will get additional quotes, and the matter was tabled.
4. Streets – Streets will be swept the week of June 28th.
5. Parks – Council Taylor and Gerry McMillan will coordinate playground completion including adding tile lines to help with drainage.  Ball Park will be mowed by current contract.  A one time mowing will secure the bid, estimated at $200.00.  Additional red rock will be ordered for the current softball field.
6. Fire Department – No Report
OTHER BUSINESS

· Building Permit Update – The Building Permit report for May 8th through June 7th, 2004 was reviewed.  Total permit valuation amounted to $1,479,109.00

· A performance review will be scheduled for Alyssa Plendl on 6:30 p.m. June 28th before the Council meeting.

· Letters will be sent to Sell C/I Businesses that have not complied with Zoning regulations.

· City Administrator Job Offer Proposal – After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to offer the Administrator’s position to John Meyer at a beginning salary of $55,000.00 per year.  The position will be offered “At Will”, will include a 6 month probationary period, and $300.00 per month for health benefits, with the Administrator to set up a permanent health benefits program after hire.  Approved 3/0
