Bootleggers Site Plan Deficiencies
Mark Nelson of Bootleggers was present to discuss the three deficiencies at his property 109 Ash Avenue North.   They need to plant a 2.5” over-story tree within a City Park, installation of rain gutter and painting of the entire structure in a forest green or other earth tone color.  Mr. Nelson informed the City Council that he would pay for a tree in one of our parks and that he had installed the rain gutter.  The owner is requesting not to paint his structure. As long as screening was in place the Council didn’t think that it was necessary for the owner to paint the structure.  The Council concurred with the owner and as long as screening was in place the Council would waive the painting requirement.  If the screening would become damaged the owner would have to replace the screening or paint the structure.   On a motion by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Oman the Council waived the requirement to paint the structure as long as there is screening in place.  Motion carried 4/0.   

City Entrance Signs
Planner Baker presented options and a recommendation for placement of entrance signs.  The preferred site is the Highway 25 and County Road 30 on the Hidden Creek side.  The Council preferred using the wording of Mayer and then under the city name the words welcomes you or Welcome to Mayer.  Staff is to come back with a more definitive cost and design for Council to consider.  
Public Hearing 7:00 PM 
The Public Hearing was opened at 7:00 PM for the vacation of a portion of Ash Avenue North.  Comments from the public Diane Buranen stated that this was a remedy for the loss of parking at their business at 421 Ash Avenue North.  On a motion by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Haag to close the public hearing.  Motion carried 4/0.  On a motion by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Haag to approve resolution 8-14-2006-26 vacation of a portion of Ash Avenue.  Motion carried 4/0. 

Transportation Plan 

Gina Mitchell with Bolton and Menk was present to update the Council on the transportation plan.  The plan will meet the minimum requirements of the Metropolitan Council.  This plan addresses all modes of transportation.  It will provide a long term vision for the community provides access management guidelines, right of way preservation and will identify areas for future study.  The plan cost is $39,420 with the hope that the City could have some cost savings by coordinating their effort with Carver County.  Carver County is so far behind in the process that the city would not be able to complete our comp plan until next year if we waited for their modeling.  The City will not realize any cost savings.

The sections of the comprehensive plan dealing with sewer, water and transportation should be before the Council for review in September.

Mayor Comments
The Mayor wanted to react to a statement that was made at the budget meeting about architect and engineering fees that are paid.  As a City we have to hire architects and engineers to receive competitive bids.  The City is spending a lot of money on these consultants but it is necessary as a city.  The City may have avoided the assessment problems if they would have had Bolton and Menk as engineers.
