I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:33 PM.
II. ADOPT AGENDA

1. Trail System Planning
(This item was pushed back to the end of the meeting, and time ran out before it could be discussed.)
V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Old Schoolhouse Park – Shelter/Restroom Facility – Building & Site Concept
Bryan Paulsen, from Paulsen Architects, presented a building and site concept plan for Old Schoolhouse Park.  The proposed building would house restrooms, a concession stand, sheltered seating, and a mechanical room.  The Commissioners reviewed the plans and then commented on the building and site plan location.  Paulsen’s concept showed a possible building location and outdoor festival space behind the future bleacher/seating area.   GH also created a site plan layout for Old Schoolhouse Park showing the proposed building closer towards the Public Works building (east).  The Commission liked different aspects of both plans, but they didn’t decide on an exact location.  They thought that the restroom/shelter facility should provide equal access from all corners of the park (connectivity) and serve the greater good of the park.  

Harley Baumann, Baseball Club representative, expressed his concern regarding maintenance issues for aluminum bleachers, the proposed view from the shelter and concessions area, and the timeframe in which the building would be completed.  Paulsen stated that he was proposing aluminum bleachers instead of concrete seating due to cost.  He though that a block structure with a shingled roof would create a high quality facility for less of a cost.  Paulsen stated that Fall 2006 is more of a realistic timeframe for completion of the project, rather than early Summer 2006.
The Commission agreed that another special Park & Recreation Commission meeting was needed to keep the project rolling along.  Baker said he would try to arrange another meeting within the next month to discuss site location, building design, and walk through the park.
2. Tree Recommendation for Hwy 25/Ash Avenue Project
GH suggested that the Park & Recreation Commission consider placing trees or 4’ x 4’ cutouts (filled with brick pavers – for future trees) along Ash Avenue North.  The trees could be planted along with the Hwy 25/Ash Ave. Project or soon after.  The Commission thought that trees would greatly enhance the look of downtown.  GH asked Dave Martini, City Engineer, if a downtown map (showing light pole, sidewalk, street, and structure location) could be printed out for the Commission to review.  Once the Commission receives a map, they will recommend strategic locations for trees along the new sidewalk. 
3. Trees for Parks
BJ stated that he will acquire some more information and talk to the Commission about trees in the park at the next Park & Recreation meeting.
