I. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 7:32pm by Acting Chair Hahn.

II. Adopt Agenda

III. Adopt Minutes

IV. NEW/OLD BUSINESS

1. Clock Tower/City Entrance Sign Variance – Fieldstone (State Hwy 25 & 7)
(Planning Commission acting as the Board of Appeals & Adjustments)
Baker presented the staff report for the variance request.  Terry Hartman, applicant, answered questions and explained the clock tower monument project in more detail.  Hartman also stated that although the size of the monument is unique, he has been through similar sign variance procedures before in other communities.  LH commented on the lettering size, wondering if “MAYER” would be visible from a distance.  Hartman stated that the lettering should be visible form Hwy 25 & 7 during the day and at night.   
A public hearing was opened at 7:49 and was closed at 7:53.  Nobody responded during the public hearing. 
Motion: RM/RH, all in favor; to approve the site plan and variance request allowing for a 56’-4” x 17’ clock tower near the corner of State Hwy 25 and 7.
2. Sell C/I Park – Update on Site/Landscaping Plan Issues
Baker updated the Commission on site/landscaping plan issues in Sell Commercial/Industrial Park. 

3. Commissioners’ Report
LH mentioned that there were weeds growing in vacant lots in the newer developments.  RH stated that the excavation crew working in Sunset Meadows was violating the Developer’s Agreement by working after 7:00pm during the week.
Planner’s Report
Baker asked the Commission if they wanted to take turns acting as Planning Commission Chair.  He suggested that they may want to consider year long terms as Chair so that willing members could gain a more involved local government experience.

Some Commissioners expressed interest in being Chair, and others preferred to just stay as Planning Commission members.  Baker stated that he would research the issue further.
