CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT

WWTF Addition Update –Lana Tullis of Bolton & Menk updated the Council on the WWTF expansion progress.  She continues to work with Greg Kluver and Virg Muller on equipment specifications.   Everything continues to be on schedule.
· APPROVE MINUTES 
· Tower Update – The tower foundation is completed and has been backfilled.  The steel structure will be erected later this winter.
· Pay Request – Caldwell Tanks (Elevated Water Tower #2) – MOTION made by Council Plendl with a second by Council McIntosh to approve the pay request of $8,892.00 to Caldwell Tanks for work completed to date on the Water tower.  Approved 5/0
· West Ridge Road Improvement Project Update – Work continues to proceed on the W. Ridge Rd project.  The storm sewer was extended into W. Ridge Circle as a result of the last Council meeting discussion.  Curbs are scheduled to be poured later this week.
· Pay Request #1 – Wm. Mueller & Sons – MOTION made by Council Plendl with a second by Council McIntosh to approve pay request #1 $129,552.64 to Wm. Mueller & Sons for work completed to date on the W. Ridge Rd project.  Approved 5/0
· Change Order #1 – W. Ridge Rd – MOTION made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the Change Order #1 in the amount of $7,015.00 for the Storm sewer extension into W. Ridge Circle, part of the W. Ridge Rd project.  Approved 5/0
· Development Updates – Mr. Hanson updated the Council on the status of each addition of current development.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

· Hartmann Communities – AUAR – Mayor Thomas, Dean Johnson, Terry & Jerry Hartmann and the Township Attorney Mike Coui attended the Watertown Township meeting earlier tonight to ask the Township to grant authority to the City of Mayer to be the RGU in preparing an AUAR (Alternate Urban Area Review) for the Hartmann project north of the City of Mayer.  Dean Johnson explained the process.  Atty Mike Coui further explained that this process has been implemented with the City of Cologne and Benton Township.  After discussion, the Township authorized their attorney to prepare a Resolution assigning authority to the City of Mayer for the AUAR process.
· Charitable Gambling – 10% Requirement – City Attorney David Hubert has reviewed the Charitable Gambling ordinance and has indicated that the City could waive the 10% requirement on a yearly basis, but cautioned the City that if we do for one, we must do for all.  After reviewing the required yearly form that the City must provide each year to the State, it was decided to go through one year and see how difficult it will be to complete.  The 10% requirement is still in effect per the ordinance.
· Community Center Cleaning Policy – There was discussion that the Clerk’s Office does not get cleaned because Alyssa does not have a key.  After a few items are secured in the Clerk’s Office, Alyssa will be given a key so regular cleaning can occur.  There were a few changes to the previous list of cleaning procedures, and the Policy was approved as changed.
The meeting was recessed to open the Public Hearing.

8:00 P.M. DELINQUENT UTILITIES PUBLIC HEARING

The Delinquent Utilities Public Hearing was called to order.  Clerk Maetzold reported that there were five parcels in which utilities were past due and remain unpaid.  MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council McIntosh to approve assessing the outstanding delinquent utilities to taxes payable in 2004.  Approved 5/0.  There being no further business the Public Hearing was adjourned.  

The regular Council Meeting was resumed.

NEW BUSINESS:

· Jim McPadden – Mr. McPadden appeared before the Council to discuss an escrow that was part of his original lot purchase more that 20 years ago.  He feels that he paid money at that time for street improvements and has never received them.  The City Attorney will be asked to respond to his request.
· Approve Ordinance No. 108– It appears that the 10 acre parcel of property that the City of Mayer purchased from Craig Kusske on December 18, 2000 has not been annexed.  This annexation should be done at this time to clean up this area and so that it is not overlooked in the future.  A MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve Ordinance No. 108, An Ordinance annexing certain land into the corporate limits of the City of Mayer, Carver County, Minnesota.  Approved 5/0

· Personnel Meeting – At a recent Council Personnel meeting it was decided to move ahead with the hiring of an Administer immediately.  An Administer would then implement policy on vacation, as well as employee review procedures.  Council McIntosh, Mayor Thomas and Clerk Maetzold will get together to compile an informational packet that could be sent to applicants.  Watertown’s Administer David Mandt will be contacted to help with the process.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

1. Community Center. – Clerk Maetzold reported that weather-stripping of the Community Center doors has begun.  The roof continues to leak.  Kohls Foam Systems Inc. will be contacted to help determine the source of the leak.  The floors will be stripped and waxed Thanksgiving weekend.
2. Water/Sewer –  No Report
3. Streets – Fall Sweep complete
4. Parks – Council Taylor updated the Council on Park committee issues.  A contest will be held to help determine a name for the new Park.  $25.00 will be given to the person submitting the chosen name.  The prize will come from the aluminum can fund.  Additional Park committee members are needed.  The monthly meeting may change from the first Wednesday to the first Tuesday.   It was decided to send a letter to Zion Lutheran Church to ask them to keep the City informed with any future property plans.  They City may want an option on their softball field, to keep it park of the City Park system.
5. Fire Department – The recent MCI training was discussed.  It was a very helpful training, and uncovered many areas needing improvements, especially for Lutheran High School.  It was discussed that the Carver County Emergency Services Director, Scott Gerber be contacted to develop a mock “Tornado” drill for our City, so the Council could see what services would be needed in such a situation.
The Community Center would be the natural location for a shelter in such a disaster.  Clerk Maetzold will get a quote to install the manual transfer switch (replaced at the WWTF) for a generator at the Community Center.  The DNR will be contacted for possible surplus property.
OTHER BUSINESS

· Building Permit Update – The Building Permit report for October 10 through November 7, 2003 was reviewed.  Total permit valuation amounted to $1,790,000.00.

· LMC Regional Meeting – Council McIntosh reported on the LMC Regional Meeting she attended 10/30/03.
· Upcoming Meetings – Mayor Thomas suggested that the Council consider attending one or more of the upcoming meetings: Carver County Sheriff’s Contract Meeting – 11/19, Met Council Draft Framework Meeting at Scott County, Carver County Elected Officials Meeting – 11/12
