STAFF REPORTS
· Administrator Murphy presented her monthly report outlining activities for the past month.

· The Council reviewed a list of meeting, projects, and daily activities performed by the Planner for the past month.  The Council asked that Ben Baker report progress with delinquent development items of the Sell Commercial/Industrial Park tenants and to investigate a residential building permit issue in the C-2 district.
· The Council reviewed the Public Works monthly report outlining activities for the past month.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Trail Quotes – The Council acknowledged a total of four quotes for paving existing trails and constructing a 275’ connecting trail along Coldwater Crossing between River Bend Trail and Co Rd 30.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to approve and award the quote of $22,994.00 of Expert Driveways for the paving and Construction of the trails.   Motion Carried 4/0
2. Coldwater Crossing 6th Addition Development Agreement – Tabled until the arrival of the Mayor, later in the meeting.
3. 2006 Budget – The Council had some discussion over several options for the 2006 Budget.  This matter was also tabled until the arrival of the Mayor, later in the meeting.
4. Fieldstone Development Agreement – The Council reviewed changes that have been made to the development agreement after the last Council meeting.   The Developer has agreed to not be reimbursed for water and sewer extension in exchange for seal coating.  The Developer is requesting additional language providing for as built survey of the lot before a certificate of occupancy is issued.  The attorney is recommending that the City Council pass Resolution 08-22-05-23A, which will rescind the previous Resolution 08-08-05-23 and adopt the changes to the Development Agreement.  A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve Resolution 08-22-05-23A as presented.  Motion Carried 4/0
Mayor Thomas arrives.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Request to Extend Final Plat Approval of Hidden Creek 5th Addition – A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to acknowledge a letter Administrator Murphy presented from Loucks Associates, representing Backes Companies, requesting that the final plat for Hidden Creek 5th Addition be taken off the August 22, 2005 City of Mayer Council agenda and placed on a future agenda upon their request.  The issues are taking longer to work out and it is their intention to request that the matter be placed on the agenda when issues have been resolved and the Development Agreement and plat are ready for approval.  Motion Carried 5/0
2. Cingular to Co Locate on Monopole – The City has been approached by Cingular to co locate on the monopole with Verizon.  The City does have a current agreement with Verizon that does allow for additional businesses to co locate on the monopole.  However, Cingular is requesting additional ground space which is not included in the current agreement with Verizon.  Mark Ward representing Cingular appeared before the Council to request approval for additional 15’ X 25’ of ground space west of the existing equipment for the co locator.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the co location and additional space for Cingular as presented.  A separate lease agreement for the space will come back to the Council at a later date for approval.  Motion Carried 5/0
3. Council Member McIntosh Resignation – A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the resignation of Council Member Connie McIntosh effective October 1st, as she will be moving out of the City.  Motion Carried 5/0  Mayor Thomas expresses “Thanks” to Council Member McIntosh for her invaluable services to the City.
4. Organizational Chart – Administrator Murphy has created an Organizational Chart for the City of Mayer.  This will create and provide for a better accountability for staff.  The Council would also like to see the Planning and Parks Commissions and the EDA added to the Chart.  Administrator Murphy will make the additions and bring the Chart back to the Consent Agenda of the next Council meeting.

5. Authorization for Engineer to Compile Plans for Storm Water Pond – Carver County has notified the City of Mayer of the erosion and sedimentation problems in the storm water pond north of Old Schoolhouse Park.  Staff has met with the property owner and has found that there are several contributing factors to the issues.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Taylor to authorize the City Engineer to compile plans for cleaning of the storm water pond north of Old Schoolhouse Park and to determine the percentage of responsibility for the drainage issues.  Motion Carried 5/0
6. Agreement for Maintenance of 70th St with Camden Township – Council had previously instructed staff to compile an agreement with Camden Township for the maintenance of 70th Street.  The total cost is really an unknown.  Staff is suggesting a $5,000.00 cap on the amount to be reimbursed to the Township.  Anything above that would have to come to the Council for approval.  This amount will come from the Street Budget.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the Maintenance Agreement of 70th St with Camden Township as presented with a $5,000.00 cap on costs per year.  Motion Carried 5/0
7. Authorization for Fieldstone Extended Hours of the Development Agreement – The Developer is requesting permission to work beyond the hours in the Development Agreement.  This would only be for the period from August 23 – December 31, 2005.  By extending the hours the contractor will be able to construct the infrastructure for Fieldstone I.  By not allowing the extension of the time would delay the construction of homes which could create a hardship for the developer.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to extend the construction hours for Fieldstone from 7pm to 9 pm Monday – Friday, to allow construction on Saturday from 7 am – 7 pm with no work on Sundays, until the end of the year as requested.  Motion Carried 5/0
8. Authorization of Signatures on WWTF Daily Monitoring Reports – A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the authorization of Randy DeVries and Greg Kluver to sign as the Chief Operator and the City Administrator will sign the WWTF Daily Monitoring Reports as the Executive Officer or Authorized Agent for the City of Mayer.  Motion Carried 5/0
UNFINISHED BUSINESS (Tabled from earlier in the meeting)
· 2006 Budget – Administrator Murphy reported that the $50,000 for capital improvement was moved to the General fund.  However, the $15,000 for the Fire Department capital was not in the budget.  Staff reduced the $50,000 to $35,000 I the capital outlay and placed the $15,000 in the Fire Department.  The bottom line did not change. The Council reviewed a brief report prepared by Administrator Murphy showing different budget options for consideration.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Haag with a second by Council Member Smith to increase the Proposed Budget Levy by 4%, which would put the Tax Rate at $0.77.  Motion Carried 5/0
