4. PUBLIC HEARING        DOWNTOWN DESIGN STANDARDS ORDINANCE 158
The public was opened at 6:08 PM no public comment the public hearing was then closed at 6:14 PM.  Commission discussed section J, 1 b Awnings and the material that they are made of particular discussion on fiberglass and whether that was an appropriate material for an awning.  The Commission also discussed a in this section and whether not allowing them across multiple store fronts was a good idea.  

The Commission had agreed at the last meeting to include front, side and rear yard setbacks in the C-2 district.  The Commission discussed the requirements and after more thought decided that their should not be any set backs and that the way the current ordinance reads would be a better idea.  

The next area the Commission discussed was C, 3, c and the number of adults that could occupy a dwelling unit.  
Changes (C) 3 c 
The number of occupants per Dwelling Unit shall not exceed the equivalent of one person adult for every 200 square feet of living space in the Dwelling Unit. with persons under the age of sixteen counting as one-half that of an adult.

ADDED THE FOLLOWING LANGUAGE to D 5 
Minimum Setbacks –No setbacks required Except as provided elsewhere in this Section, there shall be no Front Yard, Side Yard or Rear yard setback required for a Structure provided that the structure meets the following requirements:

Changed J (1) b, c, d.  
a. 
Awnings cannot extend across multiple storefronts and/or multiple buildings, unless the multiple buildings are used to operate the same use.

b. 
Awnings must be constructed of durable, protective, and water repellant materials.  Plastic, fiberglass or waterfall awnings are not allowed.

c. 
Backlit or illuminated awnings are not allowed.

d.
c.  Replacement of existing awnings must meet the requirements of a. through c. above.
