MAYER CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES – OCTOBER 11, 2004

CALL REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER AT 7:15 P.M. BY ACTING MAYOR PLENDL

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Engineer Update
· Virg Muller updated the Council on the progress of the Wastewater Treatment Facility Addition.

· Tim Hanson reported progress on the 7th Street and Ash Ave Project.  During construction, an unidentified watermain stub was damaged.  On a motion by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Smith the watermain stub will be repaired, with a hydrant at the end for future service.  Motion carried 4/0
· Hidden Creek – 4th Addition has been paved, and small utilities are now being installed.

· Work is underway for Hidden Crossing.

· Site Improvements are complete for the water tower.

· W. Ridge Rd Project is now complete.

· Coldwater Crossing is working toward finals for several of the additions.

· 7th Street Drainage – Mr. Hanson reported that he will have a recommendation for oversizing the storm sewer that will be part of the 7th St./Ash Ave project.  This will replace the northern part of the old field tile line. It is critical to the storm water plan to replace this section and extremely reasonable to include now with the 7th St project.  It will intercept the old tile line at 420 Ash Ave N. and direct the storm water north along Ash Ave N, replacing and adding capacity for this old line.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member McIntosh to approve the oversizing of the tile line subject to County review.  Motion carried 4/0

Unfinished Business
· Pay Equity Committee Report – On a motion by Council Member McIntosh and seconded by Council Member Smith  to approve the creation of a fulltime public works employee and full time administrative staff employee and authorizing the committee to establish points and job descriptions for the positions.  Motion Carried 4/0
· 2005 Police Protection Contract – On a motion by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the 2005 Police Protection Contract to include two hours of patrol per day, one hour of Community Service Officer services per week, and $2,100.00 for Narcotics investigation, adding the City of Mayer as a non-voting member of the South West Metro Drug Task Force.  Motion Carried 4/0
· Park Names – The recommendation from the Park Board is to associate City parks with neighboring streets to help direct residents to their location.  On a motion by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member McIntosh to approve the following Park Names: Old Schoolhouse Park – (Baseball park adjacent to the Community Center), Bluejay Park – (Park where the old water tower is located), and West Ridge Park – (Park behind Mayer Mobil where the new play equipment is located).  Motion Carried 4/0
· Approve Recommendation for culvert turn lane on Highway 25 – Administrator Murphy explained that the installation of a phone junction box at Ash Ave S. and 4th St SE does not allow for proper grade to the ditch. Frontier will pay for the culvert extension and the developer will pickup and install the culvert at the turn lane going east onto 4th St SE.  On a motion by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the recommendation for culvert turn lane on Highway 25, and that the developer install the culvert, grade and finish the ditch with sod yet this fall.  Motion Carried 3/0 with Council Member McIntosh abstaining.
· Mayer Baseball Club – Gambling Manager Kristin Gongoll appeared before the Council to explain line #23 of their financial report as requested.  She explained that it was for payroll and withholding taxes for three employees: Kristin Gongoll, Matt Johnson and Tice McPadden.  Harley Baumann then addressed the Council to express frustration from the Baseball club concerning the Baseball Park.  They requested direction from the Council.  They also disagree with the expense report of the Ball Park, and the Council agreed that an additional $20,000 from the Coldwater Crossing Park Dedication should be added as a receipt.  After further discussion, the Baseball Club was told that the Park Board would address further Baseball Park improvements with the Master Plan due to be presented next month.  This Park Master Plan would identify a capital improvement plan.  Bonding was discussed as a possibility to speed these improvements.  The next Park Board meeting will be November 22, at 7 p.m. due to the General Election on their regular meeting night.  The Baseball Club was encouraged to attend.
New Business

· Fence at 505 Shimmcor Street – Peter Johnson, owner of the property at 505 Shimmcor St. is requesting the addition of barbed wire to an approved chain-link fence.    A property across the street from 505 has recently installed an approved fence with unapproved barbed wire, and has been ordered to remove it.  The City of Mayer has installed a fence with barbed wire around the new water tower site, which has been recommended by the Federal government to protect the public water system. The current zoning does not allow barbed wire.  After discussion, a motion was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Taylor to deny the request for the addition of barbed wire to an approved chain-link fence for 505 Shimmcor St.  Motion carried 4/0.
Committee Reports
· Planner’s  Report – No Report
· Community Center – A decision was made to have Community Center maintenance personnel clean at the Fire Station once a month or so.
· Water/Sewer – 

· Greg Kluver reported that fall hydrant flushing is now complete.  There were some reports of cloudy water as a result.  

· Approved quote of $4,250.00 from Expert Asphalt to refresh the aggregate walking paths at Old Schoolhouse Park and West Ridge Park as previously approved. 

· Sewer Hook-up at 704 Bluejay Ave – Staff has received a request from 704 Bluejay to reconnect the lower level of their home back to City sewer as part of the 7th St and Ash Ave project.  This matter was tabled until costs are known for reconnection.
· Relocation of Civil Defense Siren – On a motion by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member Taylor a quote of not to exceed $3500.00 was approved to relocate the Civil Defense Siren from the old water tower to a pole just east of the water treatment plant.  Motion carried 4/0

· The old water tower is scheduled to be removed at the end of October.

· Old Water Tower Foundation Removal – On a motion by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member McIntosh a quote of $3,200.00 from Shawn Dalchow Excavating was approved to remove the old water tower foundation 2 foot below grade.  Motion carried 4/0

· Streets – No Report

· Parks – Council Member Taylor reported that the Park Board will now be focusing on signs, now that the Names have been approved.  They also are getting quotes for benches and trash receptacles for next year. 
· Fire Department – On a motion by Council Member McIntosh and seconded by Council Member Taylor Chad Heldt and Kevin Nace were approved as new Fire Department members.  Motion carried 4/0

Other Business

Surface Water Management Professional Services – On a motion by Council Member McIntosh and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the Engineering firm of Bolton & Menk Inc. to take over the Surface Water Management of the City of Mayer, and to complete the City’s Surface Water Management Plan Update for a not-to-exceed fee of $15,000.00.  Motion carried 4/0
Proposal of Bolton & Menk Inc. for City Engineering Services – The Council tabled action on the Proposal of Bolton & Menk Inc. for City Engineering Services.
