1. Goals for 2009

1. Compile a plan to complete one park a year including benches, trees, trails and signage.  

2. Compile a list of items needed for each park 

3. Partner with Watertown Mayer community Education on structured programs for our fields and facilities.

4. Identify missing links in trails.

5. Request pedestrian crossings on Highway 25 and County Road 30.

6. Seek grant funds when appropriate for projects. 

7. Explore options to enhance the use of the concession stand.

8. Compile a tree planting plan for each park

9. Promote the use of the City parks through the City newsletter

10. Create a time frame and plan to provide signage for each park.  
Commission decided they would review the goals at the next meeting.  They would like concession stand discussion, publicity of the parks and signage for the parks on the next agenda.    
On a motion by Commissioner Johnson and seconded by Commissioner Goedel to request that the City pursue crosswalks across Highway 25 connecting the trail on  Hidden Creek Boulevard and along highway 25; across highway 25 at 2nd Street.  Contacting the County about a crosswalk connecting the trails in Hidden Creek and Coldwater Crossing.  
2. Sand Volleyball 

Commissioner Roberts stated that the area could be 50x 80 or 42 x ??? .  It would take about 150 cubic yards of sand plus the stands and the net.  The commission discussed areas of consideration for the court could be the east side of  Field 1 in Old Schoolhouse Park,  the where the basketball court is in  Blue jay Park or Meadow Park.
