STAFF REPORTS
· Administrator Murphy presented her monthly report outlining activities for the past month.

· The Council reviewed the Public Works monthly report outlining activities for the past month.

· The Council reviewed a list of meeting, projects, and daily activities performed by the Planner for the past month.  

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Property Owner at 533 Ridge Rd – The resident at 533 Ridge was going to appear before the Council to discuss water problems they are experiencing.  He has not arrived so the matter was tabled until their arrival. 
2. Authorization for Mayor and Administrator to Sign Sheriff’s Policing Contract for 2006 – This is an annual contract with the Carver County Sheriffs department and the City Council had discussed increasing of the deputy and CSO hours at the budget meeting.  This contract reflects those changes with Carver County for 2 ½ hours of police service per day, 20 hours per month of CSO hours, the $2,100  financial commitment  to the Drug Task Force.  These items have been approved in the 2006 budget.  Staff is recommending approval of the contract for Police Services for 2006.  A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the Contract for Police Services for 2006 as presented.  Motion Carried 3/0
3. Authorization to Keep Part Time Public Works Worker Until October 15, 2005 – At the July 11, 2005 Council meeting, City Council authorized a part time employee at $10.00 per hour for 24 hours per week.  Public Works staff is requesting to extending the time until October 15, 2005.  The reason for the extensions is that regular staff will be flushing hydrants the first week of October and would like to cut trees around the fence at the WWTF.  This will not change the amount of hours per week or hourly pay.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the Part Time Public Works Worker extension.  Motion Carried  3/0
4. On Call Pay for WWTF – The Personnel committee is recommending that the Council approve “On Call Pay” at $40.00 per day and if a documented alarm requires a response then the person will be paid at 1 ½ times the current public works hourly rate. They also recommended approving a pager or cell phone for the WWTF “On Call” employees.  Administrator Murphy reported that the current Public Works person will take 2 of the weekends, contract employees will take another and she has contacted a third person that is willing to cover the fourth weekend.  It was discussed that a walk through of the plant be done each weekend until the new computer scada system is proven reliable.  A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the $40 per day for “On Call” and if a documented alarm requires a response then the person will be paid at 1 ½ times the current public works hourly rate from the time he leaves home until back home again effective 9/26/05.  Motion Carried 3/0  A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the purchase of a cell phone for the “On Call” person.  (The Administrator will check into cell phone family plans that may include more than one phone.  Two may be purchased if the cost is reasonable)  Motion Carried 3/0
5. Authorization to Establish A Deferred Compensation Plan for City Employees – The City of Mayer currently does not have a deferred compensation plan for their employees.  A deferred compensation plan does not require any City funds.  This would be established through the payroll system and would be only the City employees’ money.  It does not require any funds from the City just the additional time of staff to complete a check and mail.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the establishment of a deferred compensation plan for city employees.  Motion Carried 3/0
ADDITIONAL BUSINESS:

· Purchase of Black Dirt – Sunset Meadows has a large excess amount of mixed soil left over from their development project.  They are offering it free to the City.  The City would just have to pay for the hauling.  W. Ridge Park is in need of some fill, as well as other areas of the City.  Staff has secured three estimates for hauling which included several different pieces of equipment, making it difficult to compare. .  The City Planner will bring this to the Park Commission for their input on areas to be filled in W Ridge Park.  It was decided to have the City Engineer determine the amount of fill needed in the park and then assist the City in asking for new estimates for a specified amount of fill to be moved within a designated time frame.  
· Hoese/Hartman Parcel Splits Approved – A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the following parcel splits: Motion Carried 3/0
