I. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 6:40 PM by Les Hahn.
II. Adopt Agenda

V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Public Hearing – Coldwater Crossing 8th Addition (3rd Add.) / Res. # 8-13-2007-25
Planner Baker presented the staff report, Resolution 8-13-2007-25, and visually showed the Commission on the screen the differences between Coldwater Crossing Preliminary Plat, Coldwater Crossing Preliminary Plat Amendment, Coldwater Crossing 3rd Addition Final Plat, and Coldwater Crossing 8th Addition.  Baker explained that the developer of Coldwater Crossing, Scott Gates, after notice, had not paid an application or escrow fee, therefore City staff could not review his plat request.  LH opened the public hearing at 7:14 PM.  The Commission discussed the issue further and then closed the hearing at 7:26 PM.
Motion: KG/RH, all in favor; to recommend approval of Resolution 8-13-2007-25, denying Coldwater Crossing 8th Final Plat.
VI. COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT & QUESTIONS
LW stated that bushes and trees are impairing the visibility of traffic near the intersection of Ash Avenue North and 5th Street Northwest.  He also stated that low hanging bushes near 213 Ash Ave North were interfering with clearance over the sidewalk. 
RM asked why the north-south corridor was needed.  He also asked if the city planned on painting the curbs near fire hydrants.

LH stated that the city council shouldn’t have vacated the right-of-way in front of 421 Ash Ave North because that land may be needed again in the future for a north-south transportation route.  He also stated that vacant land in all the developments need to be maintained (weeds and dirt piles).  
RH inquired about parking downtown, and he mentioned that the City should consider constructing diagonal parking in the alley next to West Ridge Park and extra parking around the new water treatment facility.
