MAYER CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES – OCTOBER 13, 2003

CALL REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER AT 7:30 P.M. BY MAYOR THOMAS

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE MINUTES

MOTION made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve the minutes of the September 22, meeting as presented.  Approved 50

APPROVE CLAIMS FOR OCTOBER 2003

MOTION was made by Council Taylor with a second by Council McIntosh to approve the claims for September 2003 as presented.   Approved 5/0 

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT

It was reported that children have been playing and causing damage at residential construction sites.  Council Smith will inform Deputy Meier of names and addresses of accused and parents will be notified.
CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT

· WWTF Addition Update – Virg Muller and Lana Tullis of Bolton & Menk appeared before the Council to go over the Project Schedule with the Council.  It is proposed that the Phase 2 improvements are utilized for treatment until the capacity of 300,000 gpd is reached.  The original facility will be modified to be used for boisolids storage.  It will be returned to original treatment design when second phase capacity is reached, and a biosolids storage tank will be constructed.  This will give the City a total treatment capacity of 435,000 gpd.
· West Ridge Road Improvement Project Update – A pre-construction meeting has been held.  Work is scheduled to begin this week.  Milling will occur first, with the reclaimed material to be stockpiled in the park.  Small utilities will begin next week.  Residents will have access to their property every evening, although there may be some inconvenience during the day.
· Luedke Easement Request – Tim has contacted Donald Luedke concerning the needed easement for the improvement project.  Mr. Luedke has responded with his own easement request.  After review, a MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Plendl to approve the Luedke easement as presented.  Approved 5/0 
· Wetland Delineation Markers – Three wetland delineation markers were reviewed.  It was discussed to have the locations pinned, incase markers disappear, and need to be replaced.  After discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Smith to approve a brown metal wetland delineation sign with white lettering.  A decal reading “do not disturb – do not remove” will also be added.  Approved 5/0
· Construction Material Testing – Tim reported that testing needs to occur on both the water tower project and the W. Ridge Road project.  Quotes were presented from STS Consultants, Ltd.  These costs are already figured into the project costs.  The hope is to save a little money by having the same company test both projects, since they are occurring simultaneously.  After discussion a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the quotes for testing for both projects.  Approved 5/0 
· Development Updates – Mr. Hanson updated the Council on the status of each addition of current development.  
· Sell C/I Park – A signed letter was presented from residents requesting the ditch and turn lane along the east side of Hwy 25 be restored to its original condition before the City takes over the development.  They were advised that these issues are part of the punch list of items left to complete.
· Tower Update – Excavation will begin this week, with the first footing concrete pours scheduled for next week.
· Hamm Parcel - Wetland delineation report shows there is more wetland than expected.  There may be a way to get the area reduced.  Tim will continue to work on the project.
· Stormwater Management Plan – A cost estimate was presented to the Council for the development of a stormwater management plan for the City of Mayer.  The proposed plan will detail the stormwater system within the City limits and analyze the drainage areas that flow to/through the City. The Carver County Water management Plan requires local units of government to develop a surface water management plan.  The County has indicated that they would contribute up to ½ the modeling cost for the City.  The matter was tabled until the next meeting. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:

· Snow Removal Bid Opening - Only one bid was received from Shawn Dalchow Excavating for snow removal for the 2003-2004 snow season.  Jackie Dalchow suggested that the City look at a longer contract period, three years was recommended.  Since it is too late to rebid for this season, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the snow removal bid from Shawn Dalchow Excavating for the 2003-2004 snow season as presented.  Approved 5/0  The Council will consider a longer contract for next year.
· Approve Resolution No. 10-13-03-21 MnDOT Municipal Agreement– Clerk Maetzold presented a resolution requesting funding from MnDOT through the Municipal agreement program for replacement of the sidewalks along TH25 and the addition of pedestrian/Bicycle trails.  MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by council Smith to approve Resolution No. 10-13-03-21 as presented.  Approved 5/0

· Park Committee Playground Recommendation – Gerry McMillan presented a proposal for recommended playground equipment for the new park.  The proposed design will cost approximately $42,000.00, and will require 12 – 15 people for two days for installation.  The Fire Department has committed $20,000 toward the project, and other businesses and individuals have also pledged funds.  It was decided to work up a flyer highlighting the proposed park equipment to request resident donations.  A MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council McIntosh to approve signing the purchase agreement to hold the structure until spring of 2004.  Approved 5/0
· Park Name – Names for the new park were discussed.  Since the Fire Department has contributed funds for the new playground equipment, it was thought that the “City of Mayer Fireman’s Park” would be a fitting name.  MOTION made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve.  Approved 5/0
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

1. Community Center. – Clerk Maetzold presented quotes for the Community Center doors: one for weather stripping only, and a second for door replacement and weather stripping.  Since the doors on the west side of the gym do not close, it was decided to approve the quote for replacement.  A MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Plendl to approve the quote of $6,490.00.  Approved 5/0  There was discussion over the quality of performance by the Community Center janitor.  Council McIntosh and Taylor will meet with Alyssa and go over procedures.
2. Water/Sewer –  Greg reported that the aeration blower bearing was repaired.  The lift stations will be vacuumed and cleaned.  The high service pump has been installed at the water treatment plant.  It has doubled our treatment capacity – 230 – 240 gpm.  The watering ban will be in effect until the new town is put on line.  The Water/Sewer Budget will be reviewed at the November 24th Council meeting.
3. Streets – Fall Sweep will occur the first week in November.  Greg is getting a cost to have the sweepings hauled away.  Overnight parking along Ash Ave needs to be addressed.  A MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by council McIntosh to pay MnDOT to move the City population signs to the correct City boundary, and to have them also install the “Vehicle Noise Ordinance Enforced” signs.
4. Parks – Flags and flower pots have been removed and stored.
5. Fire Department – Chief Rod Maetzold reported that the Department will be hosting a table top MCI (Mass Casualty Incident) at the Mayer Community Center involving Lutheran High School.  He invited the Council to attend so that they could realize the part they would play should such an incident occur.
OTHER BUSINESS

· Building Permit Update – The Building Permit report for September 9 through October 9, 2003 was reviewed.  Total permit valuation amounted to $551,700.00.

· LMC Regional Meeting– Council was urged to attend the LMC Regional Meeting to be held October 30th at the City of Independence from 2:00 – 9:00 p.m.
· Mayor’s Conference Update – Mayor Thomas gave a brief summary of the Mayor’s Conference attended recently.  He reported that there was much discussion suggesting more cooping between Cities and the need for sharing.  He also indicated that we need to form a subcommittee with Lutheran High School to look into partnership projects.
