MAYER CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES - JANUARY 10, 2005     
CALL REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER AT 7:30 P.M. BY MAYOR THOMAS

OATH OF OFFICE

Clerk Maetzold administered the Oath of Office to the newly elected Mayor Gerry Thomas and Council Members Connie McIntosh and Ron Haag.

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE AGENDA
MOTION made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the agenda of the January 10, 2005 meeting as changed.  Motion Carried 5/0

Mayor Thomas welcomed newly elected Council Member Ron Haag.

APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA
MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Smith to approve the Consent Agenda as listed:  Motion Carried 5/0. 

1. Approval of the minutes of the December 27, 2004 meeting.
2. Approval of Claims for January 2005, including Gridor Payment #6 in the amount of $389,325.00

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT

Virg Muller reported that the monthly meeting of the contractor’s was held last Thursday.  He explained the request for change order #1 in the amount of $4,580.00 is to insulate the clarifier with different materials for improved moisture resistance and wall venting.  There was discussion about moving up the portion of the contract for pump installation on the schedule to repair the lift station problem that is occurring with debris getting caught in the pumps.  These pumps are slated to be replaced with the current contract.  It is not known yet if a change order will be needed for this schedule change.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

1. Community Center. – No Report
2. Water/Sewer – No Report
3. Streets – Greg Kluver reported that he will be working on seal coat specs within the next weeks.
4. Parks – ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE 112 - City Planner Chelsea Alger reported that since the adoption of the Parks Master Plan and due to the rapid growth of the Community, Staff feels that greater responsibility will be placed on the Commission.  The Council has already recognized their efforts by establishing compensation in the 2005 fee schedule.  Further recognizing them as an established Commission with the ordinance language would be appropriate to their duties. The Park Committee and the City Attorney have reviewed Ordinance 112 which establishes a Parks & Recreation Commission.  On a MOTION by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member Haag to adopt Ordinance 112, Establishing a Parks & Recreation Commission.  Motion Carried 5/0 
Fire Chief Rod Maetzold informed the Council that the Fire Department has flooded the skating rink.  He indicated that the ground is very uneven, and that there are holes over the field tile that should be filled in spring.  Council Member Taylor will take care of unlocking the warming house and ask permission to use electricity from a neighboring resident which will be compensated.
5. Fire Department – Chief Maetzold would like to replace the 1965 tanker.  It leaks and parts are difficult to get.  The Fire Department would like to replace both the 1965 tanker and the 1987 pumper with one truck that is both a pumper and tanker.  Eliminating one truck would save both the City and the Townships money on upkeep and insurance.  He indicated that the pumper still has value that could be put toward the new truck.  The Fire Truck Fund has approximately $80,000.00, and the Relief Association has an additional $50,000.00.  The Council wants the Fire Chief to prepare this information for the Fire Advisory Board to review at their next meeting Monday, January 31st.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

ESTABLISH DATE FOR INTERVIEW OF PUBLIC WORKS CANDIDATES

The personnel committee has selected four applicants for interviews for the public works worker position.  It was decided to hold interviews on Thursday, January 13th beginning at 5:00 p.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

SHELDON SWENSON OF WASTE/MANAGEMENT

Sheldon Swenson, representing Waste Management appeared before the Council to discuss their partnership with the City of Mayer.  It is getting to the end of the three year agreement and he would like to review the current services and recommend enhancements to the current services.  He knows the City desires to have the residents increase their recycling participation.  Waste Management is proud to offer Single Sort recycling.  This service has been implemented in the eastern part of the County, and has greatly increased recycling participation in these areas already.   A single cart will collect all recyclables, making it easier to recycle and to get to the curb.  Recycling would occur every other week, a change from the first and third Friday of each month for the City of Mayer now.  Waste Management would communicate implementation with the residents.  They would like to begin this program and extend their contract at the same time.  The current rubbish removal rates would remain in effect, but the recycling rate would increase 3% for the three year contract.  They would be ready to start as soon as next month.  The Council tables the decision.
MARTIN TANDSATER OF XTRTYME HIGH SPEED WIRELESS INTERNET

Martin Tandsater, representing Xtrtyme appeared before the Council to discuss bringing high speed wireless internet to the City of Mayer.  They would like to locate an antenna, along with a small cabinet for a radio and electricity, on top of the water tower.  They would need 24/7 access to the tower for repairs.  The benefits to the City would be a minimum of 5% revenue sharing or free internet service for City purposes.  The first steps toward this partnership would be permission to mail a five year lease/contract to the City for Council review, and tower access to see if installation is possible.  Council Members discuss the current tower fee now in place, which they are not prepared to pay.  Other issues discussed are radio frequency needs and liability issues with unlimited tower access.  The matter received no Council support and  Mr. Tandsater thanked the Council for their time.

The City has received four RFP’s from Independent Contractors and one contract for all services.  A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh and seconded by Council Member Smith to deny the request for extended time to submit an RFP from Aveolia.  Motion Carried 5/0  
Council discusses the difference between an Independent Contractor and People Services contract for all services.  The City would like the new Public Works person to learn and eventually obtain their own class A license.  People Services does not allow for additional City personnel to assume responsibility under their contract.  After some further discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member McIntosh to take People Service’s contract out of consideration, since the City has chosen to pursue different options.  Motion Carried 5/0

A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member Taylor to have Administrator Murphy pursue negotiations with the remaining Independent Contractors.  Motion Carried 5/0
REQUEST FROM NEXTEL FOR EXTENDED LEASE
A request has been received from Nextel to extend the start of the lease date to November 1,2005.  The City had previously entered into an agreement with Nextel for rental of space on the water tower.  The city has budgeted for the full amount of the lease revenue for 2005. City staff is recommending denial of the request of Nextel.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Haag to deny the lease extension request by Nextel as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0

APPROVAL OF STORM WATER MANAGEMENT PLAN

The City Council had instructed Bolton and Menk to complete a storm water management plan for the City.  The Council needs to review and approve the plan before it can be submitted to Carver County.  After review, A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the Storm Water Management Plan as presented by Bolton & Menk.  Motion Carried 5/0

MAYER BASEBALL CLUB DONATION
Tice McPadden, representing the Mayer Baseball Club, appeared before the Council to present donations of $1,200.00 toward the scoreboard, $7,000.00 toward Old Schoolhouse Park, and $500.00 to the Mayer Fire Department for their Community Fire Prevention Outreach program.  She also requested a copy of the State 10% Charitable Gambling Report for 2004 when it is submitted.

APPROVE 3.2 LICENSE FOR MAYER BASEBALL CLUB FOR 2005

A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member McIntosh to approve a 3.2 Liquor License for the Mayer Baseball Club for the year 2005.  Motion Carried 5/0

CARVER COUNTY ELECTED LEADERSHIP CONTRIBUTION

A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Smith to approve a contribution of $300.00 to the University of Minnesota Extension Service for the 2005 Carver County Elected Leadership Program Support as requested.  Motion Carried 5/0

APPROVE LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWALS

A MOTION made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to approve On Sale, Off Sale and Sunday Liquor Licenses for Bootlegger’s Bar & Grill, Heldt’s Bar and Finn’s Place, and Off Sale only for Y-Liquors pending receipt of Certificate of Insurance and proper fees, for period 3/1/05-2/28/06.  Motion Carried 5/0

REQUEST TO SOLICIT QUOTES TO UPDATE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

With the annexation of the Hartman property it is necessary for the City to update the Comprehensive Plan.  City Staff can do some of the background work.  Funding for the Comprehensive Plan could come from the building permit fees that the City collects.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the request to solicit quotes to update comprehensive plan.  Motion Carried 5/0
OTHER BUSINESS

BUILDING PERMIT UPDATE

The Building Permit report for 2004 was reviewed.  There were 85 new single family homes issued for 2004 and three new Commercial/Industrial buildings.  Total valuation for the year 2004 is $16,593,164.85, which includes City projects including the WWTF additions with total valuations of $1,556,631.00.
