MARTY WALSH – CARVER COUNTY RAIL AUTHORITY

Marty Walsch, representing the Carver County Rail Authority appeared before the Council to update them on the salvage operation of the rail line.  They propose to use the railroad property, just west of Mayer Lumber’s storage building, for the tie salvage operation that began in early May.  The salvage project could last until July of 2004; stock piling railroad ties in that area.  A & K Materials will be recycling all of the ties, and will be smooth grading the surface as they are removed.
CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT

· WWTF Addition Update – Virg Muller updated the Council on WWTF addition progress.   He made available an album of pictures showing the progress of the project. 
· Approve WWTF Improvements Pay Request #1 – MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Smith to approve the WWTF Improvements Pay Request #1 to Gridor Construction Inc in the amount of $95,000.00 as presented.  Approved 4/0
· Approve Elevated Water Storage Tank No. 2 Pay Request # 7 – MOTION was made by Council Smith with a second by Council Taylor to approve the Elevated Water Storage Tank No. 2 pay request # 7 to Caldwell Tanks Inc. in the amount of $86,758.75 as presented.  Approved 4/0
· Approve Elevated Water Storage Tank No. 2 Site Improvements, Partial Pay Estimate # 1 – MOTION was made by Council Taylor with a second by Council Smith to approve elevated water storage tank no. 2 site improvements, partial pay estimate # 1 to Machtemes Construction in the amount of $24,937.85 as presented.  Approved 4/0
· Bids for 7th Street and Ash Avenue Improvements – Bids for the 7th Street and Ash Avenue Improvement Project were opened at 10:00 a.m. on Wednesday August 4, 2004 at City Hall.  A total of seven bids were received.  The low bid was $625,190.80 submitted Wm. Mueller & Sons, Inc. of Hamburg, MN.  The bidder has been contacted regarding a timeline of construction.  If awarded, they intend to start work the first of September and anticipate substantial completion by mid November as specified.  
· Continued Drainage Issues Discussions – Tim Hanson reported that Hidden Creek’s Engineer has completed work on a redesign of drainage within the development.  He will be meeting with them to review the plan.
PLANNER’S REPORT:
· Chelsea Rasmussen reported that Richard Hall has come to this meeting with a plan to install a fence on his property at 734 Shimmcor Street.  He is a stucco contractor and will be storing trucks and scaffolding on the property.  He had originally proposed using this lot without a principle building for the storage of equipment at a previous Planning Commission meeting.  It is the Planner’s understanding that since the ordinance did not originally provide for a principle structure to first be constructed, that the Planning Commission felt they could not prohibit this use.  However, since the formal application did not come in until after the Zoning Ordinance was amended, the City could require Mr. Hall to put a building on the site, per the advice of the City Attorney.  Chelsea and the City Engineer will review the site plan and make sure that it addresses all items outlined in a letter to Mr. Hall.  After some discussion a MOTION was made by Council Taylor with a second by Council Smith to approve Richard Hall construct a fence on his property contingent to staff review, conditions outlined in the staff letter dated August 5, 2004 and subject to an agreement to construct a structure with a two year period.  Approved 4/0
8:00 P.M. – MEETING UPDATE AND REVIEW OF THE 7TH ST/ASH AVENUE IMPROVEMENT PROJECT.

City Attorney David Hubert began by stating that this meeting was called as a courtesy to refresh the residents on the proposed 7th St/Ash Avenue Improvement Project.  A Public Hearing had been held in July of 2003 and plans and specifications were authorized.  The feasibility Report has been updated as of August 5, 2004 to reflect the revised numbers based on the low bid by Wm Mueller and Sons for the 7th Street and Ash Avenue Improvements.  Tim Hanson, City Engineer reviewed the updated feasibility report with those present.  There was time for questions.  The residents in attendance were reminded that when the project is substantially completed, there will be an Assessment Hearing.
8:00 P.M. – PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE NORTH CENTRAL DRAINAGE AREA

City Engineer Tim Hanson began by referencing a revised feasibility study for the North Central Drainage Area.  The revisions are based on the low bid by Wm Mueller and Sons for the 7th Street and Ash Avenue Improvements.  This report is the result of an engineering study of the improvements necessary to construct trunk storm sewer improvements, a stormwater management ponding for rate control and stormwater ponding for water quality for the North Central Drainage Area.  The proposed improvements include the acquisition of a 2.36 acre parcel of land north of 7th Street for the proposed pond.  

Mr. Hanson continued by stating that stormwater management rules set by Carver County Watershed require that runoff from impervious surfaces be treated for rate control and water quality.  Improvement projects within the City are required to meet these stormwater management requirements.  The 7th Street and Ash Avenue improvement project is required to provide stormwater management facilities for the immediate area of construction.  The 7th Street and Ash Avenue improvements are located at the downstream end of a small watershed, herein called “North Central Drainage Area”.  This water shed consists of a portion of downtown Mayer, residential lots, a portion of Mayer Lutheran High School and the area adjacent to the proposed 7th Street and Ash Avenue improvements.  
The 7th Street and Ash Avenue construction plans and specifications were ordered by the Mayer City Council on July 14, 2003.  The City Council also ordered a comprehensive stormwater management plan for the entire City on October 27, 2003.  Work on these two projects has identified stormwater management needs and potential mitigating facilities to meet the requirements of the Carver County Watershed Management plan.  The North Central Drainage Area is an area that requires stormwater management facilities.  The 7th St and Ash Avenue improvements also require stormwater management facilities.  These two needs are being combined with proposed facilities for the 7th Street and Ash Avenue improvements.  

The 7th Street and Ash Avenue improvement project is located on the north end of the watershed and adjacent to a wetland complex that conveys runoff to the South Fork Crow River.  Constructing a stormwater management facility for the watershed can be accomplished with this project.

There were questions from the residents that asked what “benefit” is realized with this project.  Attorney Hubert commented that the benefited factor is a system that is intended to comply with the stormwater management plan.  This effort can most easily be accomplished through a community effort, when managing your own stormwater may not be practical or feasible.
The residents in attendance were again reminded that if the Council orders the improvements, there will be an Assessment Hearing that will reflect final numbers.

The Public Hearing was closed.

RESOLUTION 08-09-04-06 ACCEPTING BID AND AWARDING CONTRACT OF THE 2003 7TH STREET NW AND ASH AVENUE NORTH RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT
MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve Resolution 08-09-04-06 Ordering the Improvements, accepting bid and awarding contract to Wm. Mueller & Sons Inc. as part of the 7th Street and Ash Ave N. Improvement Project.  Approved 4/0

RESOLUTION 08-09-04-07 ORDERING IMPROVEMENT, ACCEPTING BID AND AWARDING CONTRACT FOR THE 2004 NORTH CENTRAL DRAINAGE AREA IMPROVEMENT PROJECT.

Upon the Engineer’s recommendation, a MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve Resolution 08-09-04-07 to accept bid and award the contract to Wm. Mueller and Sons, Inc. for the 7th Street and Ash Avenue Improvement Project for a bid cost of $625,190.80.  This includes the work for the North Central Drainage project.  Approved 4/0
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

· City Administrator Update – The City should hear within a day or two whether the candidate will take the Administrator’s position.  Everyone is hopeful that the search will finally come to an end.  
NEW BUSINESS:

· Approve Election Judge List for the 2004 Elections – Motion was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve the Election Judge list as presented by Clerk Maetzold for the upcoming 2004 elections.  Approved 4/0
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

1. Community Center – Seven applications have been received for the position of Community Center maintenance.  After discussion, the Council reduced the number to three that will be interviewed.  Council McIntosh and Taylor will conduct the interviews and will bring their recommendation for the position to the next Council meeting.
2. Water/Sewer – Greg Kluver had no pressing issues to report.
3. Streets – Curb painting will be delayed until next year.
4. Parks – It was discussed that Greg will schedule weed spraying at ball park infields.  Council Taylor reported that the Park Board met last Tuesday, and that he has been in contact with Sentence to Serve to finish backfilling the edging around the playground.  Rich Cohrs has volunteered to move the black dirt into place so backfilling can be completed.
5. Fire Department – The Fire Report for June showed 6 medical calls.  The Fire Department is asking to purchase a new computer.  The used City computers are not supporting the software needed for mandatory state reporting.  They were told to have a committee work with a supplier to get the proper hardware needed.
OTHER BUSINESS

· Building Permit Update – The Building Permit report for July 9th through August 5th, 2004 was reviewed.  Total permit valuation amounted to $2,500,952.76, which includes the WWTF Addition.

· City Office Filing Dates – Clerk Maetzold reported that City Office filing dates will be August 24th through September 7, 2004.

· Computer for Administrator – MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve the purchase of a computer for the new Administrator.  Approved 4/0  
· LMC Fall Conference – MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve Mayor Thomas attend the LMC Fall Conference October 10-12, should he decided to re-file for office.  Approved 4/0
