I. Call Meeting to Order

II. Adopt Agenda

V. NEW BUSINESS
Review of CUP Babler Collision 108 Ash Avenue North 
The Commission reviewed the following conditions for Babler’s Collision at 108 Ash Avenue one of the conditions of the original conditional use permit was a review in one year.  

The following are the conditions that were approved. Planning Commission will need to review the conditions for compliance and amend the original conditions to exclude the annual review.   

1. Evidence shall be demonstrated for the items listed under Zoning Ordinance 7.05.1, Standards for Granting Conditional Use Permits.

2. Said conditional use permit is non-transferable and shall expire upon the sale or transfer of ownership of the use of property.

3. No signs of any type will be painted directly onto the roof or sides of a building.

4. Said property shall at no time have in excess of two (2) disabled vehicles on the premises that are not screened from view.  Disabled vehicles shall be maintained on the premises for no longer than six (6) months.

5. A 6’ tall 100% opaque maintenance free fence shall be placed along the north property lines for a distance running from the existing 60’ x 40’ garage to the rear alley right-of-way line.

6. A screen planting shall be erected along the south property line for a distance running from the existing 60’ x 40’ garage to the rear alley right-of-way line.  A gap may be allowed for the existing walkway.

7. Said fence and screen planting shall be installed by June 1, 2007.

8. A review of said conditions shall be held by the Planning Commission and City Council in February 2008.
On a motion by Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Wasser to approve the conditional permit with the following changes:  Item number 3 no signs of any type will be painted directly onto the roof or sides ends of a building   and elimination of item 8.  
Site Plan Review Verizon Wireless Tower
Commission reviewed staff report that was prepared by Cynthia Strack-Smith of Municipal Development Group.  Peter Campbell and James Ries from Buell Consulting were in attendance at the meeting on behalf of Verizon wireless.  The Commission discussed the issue of expansion of the Community Center and having the ability to expand to the west.  They would like to see the site plan adjusted to make allowance for this expansion.  The Commission requested a picture of the prefabricated shelter.  Mr. Campbell informed the commission that the tower would 190 feet and could support up to four carriers.  

On a motion by Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Wacholz to approve the site plan for Verizon wireless contingent on the following:

1. The site plan be amended to allow for the Community Center expansion 

2. The site has an eight foot fence and that the permit for the fence is a part of this application.

3. Removal of the barb wire on the fence

4. Opaque strips to be placed in the fencing with the color to be determined by the City Council.  

5. The lease agreement includes language regarding potential impact to public facilities and utilities in the event of a catastrophic structural failure of the tower.  

6. The lease agreement gives the City the authority to require the Applicant to address issues relating to interference with public or private use of telecommunication devices, televisions, radios, computes, garage door openers, security systems or other equipment or devices should such interference be alleged in the future. 

Motion carried 5/0.  
Ordinance Review 1000 Friends 
Liz Boyer and Charles Marohn from 1000 Friends were present to review with the Commission some of the City ordinances.  The purpose of the review is to have the ordinances consistent with the comprehensive plan.  The Commission reviewed the following sections of the city ordinances Section 7 Subdivision 3, Section 7.03.1, Section 7 subdivision 2B, Section 6.11 Subdivision 1, Section 4.13, Subdivision B, Amend Section 6, Section 5.08 and section 8, Section 5, Subdivision8, Section 6.17, Section 5.07, Subdivision B, and Section 5.13.  The staff of 1000 Friends will be making the changes to the ordinances.  Commission will hold a public hearing on the changes.
