APPROVE AGENDA
MOTION made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Oman to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion Carried 4/0
APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA
Council Member Taylor requested that the claim from Reliakor Services for street sweeping be removed from payment and discussed later in the meeting.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the Consent Agenda as corrected:  Motion Carried 4/0.

HIGHWAY 25 UPDATE – CITY ENGINEER
City Engineer Dave Martini reported that the plans for the Highway 25 reconstruction project were submitted to MnDOT on March 1, 2006.  Final pavement design comments were provided by MnDOT on June 5, 2006.  All of MnDOT’s comments have been addressed and the plans were resubmitted to them on June 7, 2006.  Martini reviewed an anticipated project schedule based on recent conversations with MnDOT.  It was noted that a special Council meeting may be needed and adjustments to the schedule may be necessary depending on when plan comments are received back from MnDOT.  If the City is unhappy with high or non/competitive bids, the Council was assured that the funding from MnDOT is secure should the project be delayed until next year.
CITY ADMINISTRATOR
1. Street Sweeping – The claim for street sweeping from Reliakor Services was discussed.  They will be asked to return a third time to sweep a portion of Ridge Road, Crest Court and 7th St.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Capaul to approve the claim for payment, but it will be held until the work is completed satisfactorily.  Motion Carried 4/0
2. Approval of Part Time Help for Summer Recreation Program – Administrator Murphy reported that the City Community Recreation Program is a success.  The number of children that signed up far exceeded the numbers that staff thought would attend.  It is essential that our Community Rec staff person have additional staff to assist with the program.  These would be part time temporary positions to run from June 12th through July 5, 2006, of approximately 30 hours at $6.00 per hour.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the appointment of Cassie Erickson, Brian Holtberg, Vicki Von Osbree and Megan Geyen as temporary community Recreation Staff.  Motion Carried 4/0
3. Approval of Policy for Water and Sewer On Call Staff – A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Oman to approve a policy for Utilities On Call Staff and adjusting the daily payment to $50.00 for inspection of the water and sewer facility.  Motion Carried 4/0
4. Approval of Amendment to Personnel Policy Vacation Time Accrual – A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve a change to Section 6.3 C of the Personnel Policy to allow employees to carry over up to 80 hours of vacation from one year to the next.  Motion Carried 4/0
5. Fieldstone 1st Addition Letter of Credit Reduction #4 for Hartman Communities – A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the combining and reduction in the Letter of Credit for Fieldstone I in the amount of $275,601.40 to make the current LOC $257,502.18.  Motion Carried 4/0
6. Permission for Administrator Murphy to apply for LMC Board of Director Position – A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Oman to approve Administrator Murphy’s request to apply for a League of Minnesota Cities Board of Director’s position.  Motion Carried 4/0
7. Approval of Closing City Offices Monday July 3, 2006 – A MOTION was made by Council Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to authorize the closing of the City Offices on Monday, July 3, 2006.  Staff will either use vacation, comp time or not be paid for the 8 hours.  Motion Carried 4/0
8. Work Session Date for Capital Improvement Plan – Because of a full agenda at the June 26th Council Meeting, July 31, 2006 beginning at 6:30 p.m. was chosen for a work session to compile a capital improvement plan.  The Council will also begin work on the budget at that work session.

· Authorize Mayor to attend LMC Conference – A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Oman to authorize the Mayor to attend the League of Minnesota Cities Annual Conference in St. Cloud on June 28-30, 2006.  Motion Carried 4/0
· ID Badges for all City Employees – Mayor Thomas will work with City Staff on implementing an ID system for all City employees, including the Fire Department and Engineering staff that work directly with Mayer citizens.

· City Engineer available to Council – City Engineer David Martini encouraged the Council to call him with any questions regarding the many projects ongoing within the City.  He would be happy to personally drive them around and explain the projects.
