Call regular meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. by Mayor Gerald Thomas
PRESENT: Mayor Thomas, Council Members McIntosh, Haag and Taylor

REVIEW ASSESSMENT ROLE FOR 7TH AND ASH AVE
City Engineer Dave Martini presented three assessment options to the Council for the 7th and Ash Ave improvement project.  The first option used actual costs using the proposed assessment formula.  The second option used the proposed assessment role for the affected residents with the City picking up the additional costs.  The third option used the same City costs as determined by the proposed assessment role, with the affected residents picking up the additional costs.  All three options used the Metropolitan Council grant of $150,000.00 to offset costs.
The Council directed the City Engineer to prepare an option giving reductions to both the City and the residents, somewhere between option 2 & 3.  The Council will have an opportunity to review before calling the Assessment Hearing.

HIGHWAY 25/ASH AVE IMPROVEMENT PROJECT
There was general discussion on the progress of the Highway 25/Ash Ave Improvement project.  Several Council Members had reservations about increasing the sidewalk size from 6 to 8 feet.  One reason for the increase would be to move the street lighting poles within the sidewalk.  They currently are located in the street outside of the sidewalk.  Engineer’s specifications for this project are scheduled to be presented to the Council in November.

APPROVE OFFER TO MID-COUNTY CO-OP FOR POSSIBLE FUTURE FIRE STATION LOCATION

A request from the Fire Department has been received by the Council to have the City make an offer to Mid County Co-op to purchase .83 acres of land (113 7th St NE) for a possible future fire station location.  It is felt to be the best central location available.  Additional land to the north would also have to be secured to make the site large enough for this use.  Because of the pending assessment, this is the time to discuss such a purchase.  A proposed offer could be $90,000.00, which is $2.50 per square foot, based on lots sold in the Sell C/I Park.  Mid County Co-op would still be responsible for paying the proposed assessments.
After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the offer $90,000.00 to Mid-County Co-Op for a possible future fire station location as presented.  Motion Carried 4/0
