The meeting was called to order at 6:00pm.

Adopt Agenda

Motion: GM/BJ, all in favor; to adopt the Agenda as presented

Adopt Minutes

Motion: BJ/GM, all in favor; to adopt the Minutes of November 22nd, 2004 as presented.

Old Business

Park Benches 

Alger indicated that she had been in contact with Rod Maetzold of Mayer Lumber in regards to park benches that could be ordered from him. The company he had initially checked with would require ordering around 250 benches. There were no other companies he found. Alger recommended tabling the discussion until the next meeting so she could do a price comparison with Barco and a few other companies. The Committee agreed. 

City Entrance Signs

Alger provided the Committee with three quotes for City entrance signs. She had samples from two companies (Show-Off Sales and CD Products) and indicated that she had checked with Lester Prairie about the durability of their signs from Show-Off sales. Other comparisons included, price, warranty and “extras.” The Committee liked the signs from both Redwood Signs and CD Products, but would like to get references before deciding on which company to go with.

Alger also inquired about the entrance sign located on Bluejay Avenue, just north of City Hall. The Committee felt that it was no longer an appropriate location for a sign and directed Staff to look into potential areas north on Bluejay.

Ordinance 112

Alger presented the updated language for Ordinance 112, establishing a Parks & Recreation Commission. Minor changes were made to the language that was presented to the Committee at the November meeting, including the addition of a provision allowing for only one non-resident member at a time. There was a question on whether the Council Liaison would act as an official voting member of the Commission or as an ex-officio. The Committee felt that the Council member should be a voting member. Alger stated that the language regarding membership terms would need to be updated in order to set the Council member’s Parks Commission term to coincide with his or her Council term. Overall, the Committee felt the Ordinance was appropriate. Alger stated that it would be brought before the City Council on January 10th for their approval.

New Business

Carver County Regional Park Discussion

Alger indicated that Marty Walsh, Carver County Parks Director, was looking for elected and appointed officials to serve on the Regional Park Steering Committee. The first meeting will be held on January 27th at the Mayer Community Center. Committee Member McMillan stated that he would attend. Alger will forward his contact information to Marty Walsh.

Other Business

Zack Stifter- Eagle Scout Project Overview

Committee Member McMillan introduced Zack Stifter, who is interested in performing a project in one of the parks as part of his Eagle Scout project. The Committee discussed a number of project possibilities. Alger will look into the projects and get back to Zack.

Harley Baumann

Harley Baumann inquired about the progress on the baseball park. Alger indicated that she would meet with him later this week to discuss items pertaining to the baseball park.

Commissioner’s Report 

None.

Planner’s Report

Alger indicated that she would like to progress with the DNR grant using the play structure in Old Schoolhouse Park. Committee members agreed. Alger will bring it before Council for their approval.
