I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:00PM.
II. ADOPT AGENDA

IV. NEW BUSINESS

1. Eagle Scout Project- Zach Stifter

        Zach Stifter had met with Commissioner Bob Johnson and Myron Taylor to discuss his Eagle Scout project.  Current pad is 5x5 discussions about whether the area should be planned for a regular satellite or a handicapped.  Consensus of the committee was to plan for a regular size satellite.  Park Board will recommend that a regular satellite be placed and patio blocks installed for the placement of a trash receptacle.  Also, as part of this project landscaping will be completed next to the trail .  On a motion by Commission Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Laakaniemi the park board will request an amount to not exceed $1,500 for the project which includes finishing the satellite area with a fence, blocks for the garbage and landscaping of the park.  Motion carried 3/0.   
2. T-Ball Park 
Request for the Park Board to examine the Drew property to be a T-Ball Park.  Park board wants to keep the area as a natural area and would like to find another area for a T-Ball Park.  

3.  Bike Racks
Commission instructed staff to place on the next agenda and to provide them with prices and maps.  Possible locations for bike racks would be Old Schoolhouse Park, or at Mayer Mobil by the park bench.  

4.  Future Development Signs
Commissioner Goedel would like the City to request developers to place information signs when planning a new development.  Currently there isn’t a need for any signage however, staff will address with developers in the future.  

5.  Mail Boxes for Dog Feces

Discussion about other cities use mail boxes for extra bags for people to pick up dog feces.  After some discussion park decided to not explore the issue.  It was suggested that the park board consider an area that could be used for a dog park.
