DAKOTA RAIL TRAIL UPDATE BY CARVER COUNTY
Marty Walsh, of Carver County Parks, appeared before the Council to give an update of the Dakota Rail Trail. The Master Plan for this trail is currently in a Public Comment and Review period, and Mr. Walsh is here so the Council can review the overall direction prior to final County Board approval.  
The Dakota Rail corridor draft master plan serves as the guiding vision for development and operation of a 12.4 mile regional trail across northern Carver County, through the communities of Mayer and New Germany.  The draft master plan was built upon technical analysis, public input, and community development.   

Proposed allowable uses include: walking, jogging, bicycling, in-line skating, dog walking.  Uses by permit include winter snowmobile use.  Restricted uses: all motorized vehicles including ATV’s and Equestrian use.

The trail will eventually be asphalt.  The draft Master Plan will be going to the Carver County Park Commission and the County Board as soon as the public comment period is over.  Final County Board decision will be made in November.  No improvements are planned for the trail until possibly 2009/2010, when Federal grant monies may be available.
CITY ADMINISTRATOR
1. Approval of Auditing Services for Fiscal Year 2006 – MOTION was made by Council Member Haag and seconded by Council Member Taylor to authorize the Administrator to sign an agreement with Abdo Eick and Meyers for the City Audit for 2006 as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0  It was further discussed that quotes be obtained for 2007.
2. Joe Hamm – Motion was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to authorize the project for 5th St NE watermain extension to the Joe Hamm property (420 5th St NE) and approving a cost split of 40% property owner and 60% City for the project.  The Administrator is also authorized to obtain three quotes for the project.  Motion Carried 5/0  A MOTION was also made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor  to table the request that a building permit be issued prior to the completion of the water line, until all quotes are back and final project numbers are known.  Motion Carried 5/0
3. Approval of Resolution 7-10-02006-23, Calling for a Public Hearing to vacate a portion of Ash Ave N – MOTION made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the petition and resolution 7-10-2006-23 calling for a Public Hearing August 14, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. on the vacation of the portion of Ash Ave N. as described in the petition.  Motion Carried 5/0
4. Approval of Seal Coating Bids 2006 – A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Oman to table the approval of Seal Coat bids for 2006 until the City Engineer has more time to review.  Motion Carried 5/0
5. Approve Additional insurance for City Employees – MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Capaul to approve the purchase of dental, life and long term disability insurance for Mayer City employees who work more than 25 hours a week year round, as part of an enhancement to the employees benefit package as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0
6. Approval of Water/Waste Water Operator/Public Works Worker Job Description – MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the job description for the Water/Waste Water Operator/ Public Works Worker and establishing the pay equity points at 292, changing the requirement to include a valid Minnesota Commercial Driver’s License, Class B .  Motion Carried 5/0
7. Approve Joint Powers Agreement Regarding Absentee Ballot Board and Local Equipment Plan (Per HAVA) – MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Haag to approve a Joint Powers Agreement authorizing the Carver County Auditor’s Office to process the Absentee Ballots for both the Primary and General Elections of 2006, and to authorize the County to be responsible for the local voting equipment plan per HACA requirements.  Motion Carried 5/0
8. Approve Temporary Public Works Worker – Temporary Public Works worker Greg Kluver will be on vacation the week of July 17 – 21.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Capaul to approve Mike Wegner as a Public Works back-up to Kluver to fill in as needed.  Wegner works for the City of Tonka Bay.  He will be paid $18.59 per hour.  Motion Carried 5/0
9. Water Usage – The Council was asked to give input on additional water conservation measures to ensure adequate water storage for fire protection.  Public Works continues to by pass the Treatment Plant due to high water usage.  A MOTION was made by Council Taylor and seconded by Council Member Oman approve Resolution 7-10-2006-24 authorizing the following watering restrictions: No watering on weekends, watering only  6 – 9 am or 6 – 9 pm using the odd/even address policy and to encourage residents to put off laying new sod until weather conditions improve. Penalties were also increased for violating the utilities watering ban as follows: Warning for the first day of the violation, $50.00 for the second violation, $100.00 for the third violation, increasing by $50.00 for each additional violation.  Motion Carried 5/0  A MOTION was also made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Haag to authorize Public Works to add additional chemical Fluoride equipment for Well #2 if conditions continue to cause the water treatment plant to be by passed.  Motion Carried 5/0
OTHER BUSINESS
· Greg Kluver reported that the Waste Water Treatment Facility is running in compliance.  Almost all of the punch list items have been completed.  Open House will be scheduled for sometime in September.  He also reported on the progress of the sewer lagoon abandonment.  The project is short fill.  The City will use fill from other projects to complete the job.
· The Council requested Staff to check Zoning requirements for the possible sale of 209 Ash Ave. N.
· Mayer Thomas updated the Council on his attendance at the LMC Conference.
· Administrator Murphy reported that she received the appointment to the LMC Economic Development Commission.  She will be attending her first meeting Tuesday, July 11th.
