MAYER CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES - August 11, 2003

CALL REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER AT 7:30 P.M. BY MAYOR THOMAS

PRESENT: Mayor Thomas, Council Smith and Taylor, and Council Plendl 

ABSENT: Council McIntosh

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE MINUTES

MOTION made by Council Smith with a second by Council Taylor to approve the minutes of the July 28, meetings as presented.  Approved 4/0

APPROVE CLAIMS FOR August 2003

MOTION was made by Council Smith with a second by Council Taylor to approve the claims for June 2003 as presented.   Approved 4/0. 

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT

Deputy Dewitt Meier appeared before the Council to ask if there were any City concerns and to update the Council of recent County Activity.  There were no problems to report.

PAUL WALDRON – BUILDING INSPECTOR

Paul Waldron appeared before the Council to discuss the new Minnesota State Building code adopted by the State.  It became effective March 31, 2003, the City needs to update their Building Code Ordinance in order to enforce it properly.  He outlined changes in the codes and explained sections that are optional to adopt.  After some discussion a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to adopt the new Minnesota State Building Code excluding Chapters 1306 and 1335.  Approved 4/0

CITY ATTORNY, DAVID HUBERT

         Coldwater Crossing Park Agreement – Mr. Hubert has worked with Mr. Gates for several weeks on a final Park Agreement document which has now been changed to a cash donation.  Two documents have been signed by Mr. Gates, since he has agreed to both.  Exhibit B was drafted by Mr. Gates, and Exhibit C was drafted by David Hubert.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Smith to approve Exhibit C, drafted by our City Attorney, as the final Coldwater Crossing Park Agreement.  The City also agrees to give priority, but not exclusive consideration, to parks that directly benefit Coldwater Crossing. 

         Coldwater Crossing 4th Addition Developer’s Agreement – Mr. Hubert informed the Council that Mr. Gates has signed the Developer’s Agreement for the 4th Addition, and that the Letter of Credit has been received.  A MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the Coldwater Crossing 4th Addition Developer’s Agreement as prepared by our City Attorney.  Approved 4/0

         Coldwater Crossing 5th Addition Final Plat/Developer’s Agreement – The Planning Commission has reviewed the Final Plat of Coldwater Crossing 5th Addition and recommended to the Council on June 23, 2003, that it be approved with all staff recommendations.  Mr. Hubert informed the Council that the Developer’s Agreement for the 5th Addition is almost ready for signatures, needing only minor changes, and suggested that it too could be approved subject to his final review.  After discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Smith to approve the Final Plat of Coldwater Crossing 5th Addition with all staff recommendations.  Approved 4/0  Also, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the Developer’s Agreement for Coldwater Crossing 5th Addition, subject to the City Attorney’s review and receipt of proper Letter of Credit.  Approved 4/0.  Mr. Gates informed the Council that draw requests have been submitted for the Park Dedication cash donation as well as an additional deposit to bring his Development Escrow Fund current, and that the City should receive funds soon.
CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT

         WWTF Expansion – Virg Muller introduced Bob Brown, of the Engineering Firm Bolton and Menk, whose services he has secured to help with the WWTF expansion project.  They presented the Facilities Plan to the Council.  Changes and improvements to the existing plant were reviewed.  They indicated that the Council should take the next two weeks to review and it could be approved at the next Council meeting.  Bio-solid Alternatives were reviewed.  The three options are: 1. Storage (180 days), 550,000 gallon covered, circular concrete tank, 2.  Reed Beds, 4-beds (100’ X 175’ each), 3. Metropolitan Council disposal site, no storage, frequent transportation off-site.  Estimated annual costs were reviewed for each option.  Engineers recommend Storage as the best option because of it being the lowest cost alternative, no odors, provides the most flexibility, and low operation and maintenance costs.  Storage brings the total estimated construction cost to $2,600,000.00, which should serve a population up to 4,200.  The approval of the Facilities plan was tabled until August 25th.
         West Ridge Road Reconstruction – Tim Hanson informed the Council that the construction plans for the West Ridge Road reconstruction project have been completed.  The estimated construction cost is $319,200.00.  He recommended approval of the plans and specifications and authorization to advertise for bids.  MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve Resolution 08-11-03-17 approving  plans and specifications and ordering advertisement for bids for the 2003 West Ridge Road Reconstruction Project.  Approved 4/0  Bid opening will be September 5, 2003 at 10 a.m. at City Hall.
         Drew Property Wetland Delineation – Tabled
         Development Updates – Mr. Hanson updated the Council on the status of each addition of current development.  Hidden Creek 2nd Addition has graded the trail into the proposed Park from Meadow Parkway.  The Council was asked to take a look at the placement and get any comments to him.  Paving will take place in a couple weeks.
         Baseball Park – Survey crews will be out tomorrow to stake the softball field infields.  Mr. Hanson informed the Council that Harley Baumann had incorrect figures for an aggregate trail through the Baseball Park.  A more realistic amount is around $5,000.00 for an aggregate trail from Coldwater Crossing to the Community Center.  There was a discussion about paving the trail immediately, since there is money from the Coldwater Crossing Park Agreement.  The park plan was reviewed, and there was a decision to make the proposed west parking lot smaller and to shift it to the west as much as possible.  The trail will not go through the parking lot.  A MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Smith to approve the installation of a paved trail from Coldwater Crossing to the Community Center.  Approved 4/0  Tim will work with Harley Baumann on the details.

         Dual Water meter Policy– Tabled
NEW BUSINESS:

         Heldt’s Bar 2 A.M. Closing Request – Mike Hensel of Heldt’s Bar has presented an application for extended 2A.M. closing.  MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the application of Heldt’s Bar for extended 2 A.M. closing, pending all State requirements are met.  Approved 4/0
         Kohls Foam Systems Inc. – Clerk Maetzold has been working on getting estimates for repairs to the Community Center roof.  Jon Kohls of Kohls Foam Systems Inc., appeared before the Council to explain his Conklin roofing system.  He also indicated that Xcel Energy offers rebates for the installation of this project depending on proposed savings in energy.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

1.        Fire Department – Jon Maetzold, Treasurer of the Mayer Fire Relief Association appeared before the Council to Certify the Municipal Contribution to the Relief Association’s special fund for 2004.  In the past, the City has not raised its contribution.  2003 saw its first increase in municipal contribution, which was $8,908.00.  The declining interest rate continues to plague the pension fund, and it will require a municipal contribution of $11,794.00 for 2004.  The pension will remain at $1,400 per year of service, as it has been for the last three years.  A MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Smith to approve the Municipal Contribution to the Relief Association’s special fund for 2004 at $11,794.00.  Approved 4/0

2.        Community Center. – Council Plendl reported that he plans to paint the walls in the gym.  The roof was discussed.  Clerk Maetzold presented the Council with a second quote for roof repair from another Conklin supplier from Watertown, which was not broken down by roof height.  Since the gym and stage is the area that leaks the most, a motion was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve Kohls Foam Systems quote of $21,948.75 to do the upper gym roof, providing he can give assurance that this will stop the leaking in the gym/stage area.  Approved 4/0

3.        Water/Sewer – Greg reported that the tower experienced another low level last night.  The watering ban continues, but residents are not complying.  He indicated that Lois has drafted an Administrative Citation that he will hand out to residents that violate the ordinance.  Greg reported that the Mayer Business Center has requested one meter for three units.  After discussion, it was decided that they will require separate meters as first proposed, since each unit has its own parcel ID number.  Infratech has begun sealing manholes.  Greg was instructed to have the curbs painted, if the amount is under $500.00.

4.        Streets – Streets have been marked for pothole repair.

5.        Parks – Council Taylor reported that another load of aluminum cans have been hauled in.  Residents continue to support this project.  Tim Hanson presented the latest grading plan that reflects the proposed playground equipment.  He feels that it can be accomplished with the excess material from the West Ridge Road Reconstruction project.

OTHER BUSINESS

·         Building Permit Update – The Building Permit report for July 11 through August 7, 2003 was reviewed.  Total permit valuation amounted to $600,000.00.
