Special Mayer City Council Meeting April 14, 2005, Interview of Planner Candidates.
Present: Mayor Thomas, Council Members McIntosh, Smith, Taylor and Haag.

The meeting began at 6:00 p.m. and was called to order by Mayor Thomas.

ELIMINATION OF TEMPORARY PUBLIC WORKS POSITION AND IMPLEMENTATION OF CONTRACT - With the full time public works position beginning April 25th, the elimination of the temporary public works position was discussed.  It was agreed that at least a two week transition period should be allowed to have Greg Kluver orientate Greg Lemer with City issues.  Since the City will need Kluver to continue to monitor the WWTF with his Class B license, there was also discussion of moving up his contract period to June 1st to also include the present facility before the addition is completed.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Taylor to pay Greg Kluver his regular salary until the end of May, and to move up the contract for his services for the WWTF to June 1, 2004.  Motion Carried 5/0
The following Candidates were interviewed for the position of City Planner for the City of Mayer:
1. Kristin Smith 

2. Benjamin Baker

3. Tana Nereson-Hawbaker

4. Kimberly Green

Each candidate was asked to answer prepared questions, and was also asked to give a response to a development scenario.
After the interviews, the Council Members rated and ranked the candidates, narrowing the candidates to Benjamin Baker and Kimberly Green.  
A starting salary was discussed, and it was decided that $39,000.00 plus benefits per the Personnel Policy would be offered.

After some discussion, it was determined that the rank was too close to choose one candidate, so A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Haag to call both candidates to see if they are still interested in the position with the salary and benefits offered.  If they both are still interested, they would be called back for a second interview on Thursday, April 21st.   They would be given 45 minutes to prepare for a ½ hour presentation using a preliminary plat for them to review and critique.  Motion Carried 5/0
There being no further business, a MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member McIntosh to adjourn the meeting at 10:10 p.m.
