WWTF EXPANSION
· Engineer’s Report – Administrator Murphy reported that Virg Muller of Muller Engineering will be working with Greg Kluver on punch list items still needing to be done at the WWTF.  Landscaping will be completed soon and the formal open house will probably be held in spring.  Currently the original treatment plant building is being used for sludge storage.
STAFF REPORTS

1. Community Center. – Administrator Murphy reported that recent water in the chair storage room was probably due to missing mortar that was not replaced before the new flashing was installed as part or the new roof project.  It has since been repaired by Public Works.  Staff will monitor the repair. 
2. Parks – Council Member Taylor reported that the Baseball Club has in the past rented a tractor & tiller to work up weeds in the ag lime of the baseball and softball fields.  This should be done this fall along with an application of weed killer to eliminate weeds before spring play.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor to have Public Works work with the Baseball Club and to authorize approximately $240.00 for the rental of equipment and weed killer for the fields as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0.  Planner Baker reported that a survey will go out in the next City Newsletter that will be geared toward parks.  Trails will be paved this fall in W. Ridge Park and Coldwater Crossing. Trails in Old Schoolhouse Park will be paved as soon as the drainage issues are addressed.
3. Fire Department – No Report
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Resolution 10-10-2005-31 Assessment Hearing for 7th and Ash Avenue - City Council had held a work session on the 7th and Ash Avenue project assessments on Monday September 19, 2005.  Council had instructed the City Engineer to compile an assessment role for the project based on the City contribution being $263,778.69 plus the $150,000 Met Council Grant.  The cost apportionment and the actual assessments were reviewed.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Oman  approving Resolution 10-10-2005-31 calling for a public hearing on the 7th and Ash Avenue Assessment for Monday, November 14, 2005 at 7:00 PM.  Motion Carried 5/0
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Approval of completion of a Site Survey and Geotechnical Analysis of Proposed Water Filer Plant Site – The City of Mayer will most likely be funded from PFA with a low interest loan for the water filter plant, which is part of our Capital Improvement Plan.   Staff is requesting that the Council approve authorization for the Engineer to complete soils test and conduct a survey of the site for the proposed plant.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag authorizing the Mayor and Administrator to sign the Professional Services Agreement for Bolton & Menk to survey and conduct a geotechnical assessment for the water filter plant.   Motion Carried 5/0             
2. Appointment of Council Representative for Economic Development Commissioner – A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Capaul to appoint Council Member Dawn Oman to replace outgoing Council Member Thomas Smith as the Council Representative for the EDA.  Motion Carried 5/0
3. Use of Carver County Sheriff’s Department Speed Trailer – A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Capaul to authorize Public Works to utilize the Carver County Sheriff’s Department speed trailer, moving it to various locations periodically.  Motion Carried 5/0
4. Cost to Move Dirt – City Staff had previously presented Council with bids for removal of the dirt at the Sunset Meadows site.  Council instructed the engineer to assess the amount of dirt required to fill park and any other areas in the City.  Staff went back and asked the bidders to bid the product in a lump sum.  Staff has received bids of $22,500.00 from Wm. Mueller & Sons, and $17,850.00 from Shawn Dalchow Excavating to load, haul & pile approximately 7,500 cubic yards of fill material to several sites.  (2/3 to W. Ridge Park, 1/6 to Old Schoolhouse Park and 1/6 to the WWTF).  Funds will come from the Park fund and Sewer fund for this work.   A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Oman to approve the low bid from Shawn Dalchow Excavating for the removal of approximately 7,500 cu. yds of dirt from the Sunset Meadows site within a 45 day timeframe.    Motion Carried 5/0  A grading plan will be developed over the winter months for W. Ridge Park, and a separate bid will be sought for this work.
5.  Authorization for Crosswalk – In correlation with the proposed trail construction along Coldwater Crossing (near the intersection of Coldwater Crossing and Co Rd 30), Staff is requesting that the City considers working with Carver County Public Works to implement a crosswalk and reduce the speed limit along Co Rd 30.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul with a second by Council Member Taylor to direct the City Engineer to send a letter to Carver County Public Works to request a speed study of Co Rd 30 west of Ash Ave and a properly marked crosswalk at the intersection of Coldwater Crossing and Hidden Crossing on Co Rd 30.  Motion Carried 5/0
6. Dates for Work Session and Highway 25 Improvement Open House – A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor to set Monday, October 17, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. as a Work Session with the new Council Members to discuss projects in the City, and Monday, November 21, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. for an Open House for the Hwy 25 Improvement Project.  Motion Carried 5/0
7. 524 Rustic Rd Driveway – Administrator Murphy would like to bring to the Council’s attention that the Resident at 524 Rustic Rd has expressed concerns about the driveway curb installed with the W. Ridge Rd improvement project.  Their car bottoms out each time they enter and exit their driveway.  The City Engineer explained that this is not abnormal with these types of mountable curbs.
OTHER BUSINESS

· Jim McPadden asked the Council about the drainage issue along the railroad corridor south of W. Ridge Rd.  In the past few years, the City had investigated the issue, but not resolved.  The City Engineer will review. 

· Council Member Capaul will attend the Fire Department meeting November 7th.
· Mayor Thomas and Council Member Capaul will attend the mandatory Equalization Training October 19th at Buffalo.

· Meeting reminder: Continuation of Comp Plan meeting, Thursday, October 13th , discussing Land Use Plan.
· Meeting reminder: Joint Meeting with ISD#111, City of Mayer and City of Watertown, Wednesday, October 19th, 7:00 a.m. at the Mayer Community Center.
