I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:34 PM.
II. ADOPT AGENDA

III. APROVAL OF MINUTES

IV. OLD BUSINESS

1. Old Schoolhouse Park – Facility & Site Plan Concept
At the June 26, 2006 City Council meeting, the Council reviewed the Park & Recreation Commission’s Old Schoolhouse Park site plan and pavilion facility recommendation.  The Council liked the Commission’s pavilion idea, but thought a restrooms/concession facility should be located closer to the ball fields and scaled down.  Therefore, Staff directed Paulsen Architects to revise the site plan and facility accordingly.
Based on comments from the City Council, Baker presented a revised site plan, floor plan, and elevation sketched by Paulsen Architects dated 7/27/2006 to the Park & Recreation Commission.  The new building showed restrooms, concessions, locked storage, and a mechanical room totaling 1,145 square feet compared to the previous pavilion design which was 1,400 square feet.  The restrooms were narrowed, the size of the concession area was reduced, and the price estimate also decreased.  The revised site plan showed the new building located on the south side of Field # 1 between the third base dugout and the future home plate bleachers.  Baker explained the different views from each concession window, but noted that the base site plan might not be correct.

To get an actual picture of the dimensions and location of the future building, the Park & Recreation Commission, Baker, and Tice McPadden, Baseball Club representative, visited the site.  They discussed the distance from the building to the fence and trail, and sight lines from the concessions area.

For the most part, the Commission and McPadden agreed on the general placement of the building.  MT suggested reversing the mechanical room entrance to the south to accommodate the ATV.  JR suggested moving the whole building toward the south and east.  McPadden asked if a walk-in cooler and grill could be added along with larger windows on the north and south sides of the building.  Due to the current location of the sprinkler system controls, manhole, and fire hydrant near the proposed facility, the Commission wanted to know more information about moving the building or changing the floor plan design.  The Commission also had questions regarding the restrooms.  Baker stated he would contact the architects for more information.  The Commission felt with further information, they would be ready to make a recommendation at their next meeting.
2. City Entrance Sign Locations

Baker asked the Commissioners to rank and discuss their top locations for future City entrance signs.  Each Commission member expressed their opinion and reasons to support their choice.  Everyone mentioned that Hwy 7 & 25 was a important entrance point, but that no sign was needed at that location due to the current Fieldstone house sign and a proposed clock tower.  Hwy 25 & 30 (to Waconia) was at the top of everyone’s list.  Reasoning for location included City ownership of the property at that intersection, and one sign could be used to welcome travelers from both the south and east.  Another high ranking location was along Hwy 25 between Hwy 7 and 7th Street NE.  A sign near the wastewater treatment plant ranked third.  Other suggestions were - along Hwy 23 near the Crow River or Hwy 7.
V. NEW BUSINESS

MT, Council Liaison, briefly explained the proposed Park Improvement section of Mayer’s Capital Improvement Plan.  The plan listed specific park improvement items and dollar amounts totaling $681,000 for the next 5 years.
