MAYER CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES – JUNE 28, 2004
REGULAR MEETING CALLED TO ORDER AT 7:30 P.M. BY MAYOR THOMAS

PRESENT: Mayor Thomas, Council Smith, Taylor, and McIntosh, with Council Plendl arriving late from the Planning Commission meeting.

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE MINUTES

MOTION made by Council Taylor with a second by Council McIntosh to approve the minutes of the June 14, 2004 meeting as corrected.  Approved 4/0

APPROVE ADDITIONAL CLAIMS FOR JUNE 2004
MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Smith to approve the additional claims for June 2004 as presented.   Approved 4/0 

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT

· Approve Bid for Wastewater Treatment Facility Addition – Virg Muller of Muller Engineering reported to the Council that the comment period for the PCA permit has ended and that the City could now award the bid for the WWTF addition.  MOTION was made by Council Smith with a second by Council Taylor to award the bid to the low bidder Gridor Construction Co. for an amount of $3,186,000.00.  Approved 4/0
· Approve Water Tower Pay Application #6 – MOTION was made by Council Smith with a second by Council McIntosh to approve pay application #6 in the amount of $69,577.05 payable to Caldwell Tank as presented.  Approved 4/0  Tim reported that the tower construction is complete and painters have started rigging lines.  The Council was asked to take some time to view the tower for angle placement of the logo.  The matter was tabled until the next meeting.
· Approve W. Ridge Rd Pay Application #4 – MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to approve pay application #4 in the amount of $12,236.00 payable to Wm. Mueller & Sons as presented.  Approved 4/0
· Extend W Ridge Rd Reconstruction Final Completion Date to September 1, 2004 – Engineering is recommending extending W Ridge Rd reconstruction completion date to September 1st from July 1st to complete several punch list items and to allow additional time prior to placement of the wear course.  MOTION was made by Council Smith with a second by Council McIntosh to extend W Ridge Rd reconstruction final completion date to September 1, 2004 as presented.  Approved 4/0

· Approve Approval of Plans and Specs and Advertise for Bid for 7th Street/Ash Ave Improvements – Engineering is recommending approval of the plans and specifications and authorization to advertise for bids as indicated.  After some discussion that included an explanation of increased costs from the original feasibility study, a MOTION was made by Council Smith with a second by Council McIntosh to approve the plans and specifications for the 7th St and Ash Avenue Improvements and to authorize advertisement for bids.  Approved 4/0  
· 7th Street/Ash Avenue Drainage – Tim has been working on a plan that would intercept water from the old tile line at the fire station and reroute it north along Ash Ave to 7th Street into the wetland of the Olson property. The City is considering purchasing this property for a storm water pond for their improvement project. It could be done at the same time as the road project, eliminating restoration and would provide a portion of the old tile line replacement and enlargement.  The matter was tabled.
· Report on Met Council Wastewater Policy and Strategies for Rural Growth Centers – Tim highlighted items from a meeting he attended as it pertained to Met Council taking over wastewater treatment facilities for Rural Growth Centers that want to grow.  
(Council Plendl arrives from the Planning Commission Meeting.)
· North Central Drainage Area – Tim explained that the drainage analysis for alternative routing of storm water into the Hartman Development would exceed the land cost for a pond on the Olson property.  He recommends acquiring the Olson property at a purchase price of $60,000.00 for the 2.36 acres.  MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Taylor to purchase the Olson Property as presented.  Approved 5/0
· Development Updates – Tim updated the Council on the status of each development.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

· City Administrator Update – Mayor Thomas reported that he has not heard from the candidate yet that was offered the position of Mayer City Administrator.
· Camden Township’s Concern With Water Issues - Camden Township would like to set up a meeting to address recent water issues.  Several residents were in attendance at the meeting and heard Tim Hanson report on a meeting he had with Carver County, authority for the Crow River Watershed, and the Engineers of the Hidden Creek Development.  They discussed the need to open pond outlets as an emergency measure, but that the Watershed is looking for a permanent solution for the tile line through the City.  The Township claims the City is restricting water flow by using dikes.  They want the surface water to keep moving.  The matter was tabled, and the Township will send a representative to the next meeting to continue discussion.  
NEW BUSINESS:

· Community Center Maintenance Position – A notice of resignation has been received from Alyssa Plendl that her last day as Community Center maintenance will be June 30th.  Mayor Thomas reported that Ken Bahr has agreed to help out until a replacement can be secured.  The position will be advertised.
· Approve Dissemination Agent Agreement – MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve Northland Securities, Dissemination Agent Agreement as presented.  Approved 5/0 

· Public Works Director Report – 
· Greg reported that the summer sweep has been completed June 24th.    
· Because of a water shortage that was reported on Saturday, Greg and Lois will compile a telephone tree to be given to Carver County Dispatch for emergency situations.
· Problems with a recent lightning strike to Well #2 have still not been resolved, but continue to be investigated.
· Repairs to the WWTF surge blower will be replaced with spare equipment, since this equipment will be phased out with the WWTF addition.
· Planner Report-
· Request for Rezoning- Ordinance 102-H. Rasmussen presented the rezoning request by Pro-Team Builders to rezone the 9.54 acres Skoglund Property from R-1/R-3 to PRD so the Council may consider the preliminary plat proposed to be developed on the Property. Rasmussen indicated that the Planning Commission had recommended approval of the rezoning request. MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve Ordinance 102-H subject to the approval of the preliminary plat for the same property. Approved 5/0.

· Preliminary Plat- Sunset Meadows. Rasmussen presented the request by Pro-Team Builders for Preliminary Plat approval for a 48-unit town home PRD development on the Skoglund property. The developer’s engineer submitted an updated plan, showing a number of the revisions that were recommended by the City Planner and City Engineer. Rasmussen indicated that the Planning Commission had recommended approval of the Preliminary Plat, subject to a number of conditions. MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve the preliminary plat for Sunset Meadows, subject to the following conditions:

1. The proposed private street is constructed to the City’s Standard Street Section.

2. Park dedication is a cash contribution to be paid at final plat approval. The cash contribution is equivalent to the per acre purchase price of the land multiplied by 0.954 acres.

3. Review of the proposed trail alignment to and through the ballfield complex.

4. The proposed trail must be constructed to the City’s typical trail section.

5. Application for final plat can only be made if the City’s Waste Water Treatment Plant has adequate capacity when the lots and blocks of the subdivision are constructed.

6. The City’s WWTF does not have adequate capacity to provide peak water demand to the proposed subdivision. Sprinkling bans will be enforced on all lots.

7. Developer agrees to pay the lateral watermain cost for the existing 12 inch watermain within CSAH 30 adjacent to the parent parcel.

8. The proposed preliminary plat is subject to review and approval of the stormwater management ponding calculations.

9. Developer agrees to pay the land cost for the ponding area within the City park. Estimated ponding area is 0.596 acres. The payment to the City would be the land area multiplied by the per acre land cost for the parent parcel.

10. The preliminary plat is subject to review and approval by Carver County Watershed.

11. The wetland delineation report and parent parcel must be reviewed by the City’s wetland consultant. The proposed preliminary plat is subject to this review and approval of the identified wetland.

12. Draintile is constructed within the proposed plat as identified.

      Approved 5/0.

· Zoning Ordinance Amendment 102-G. Rasmussen presented Ordinance 102-G, an amendment to the following Sections of the Zoning Ordinance: 5.11, 6.11, 6.12, 6.14, and 7.0. She indicated that the City Attorney had not yet reviewed the language and that the Planning Commission had recommended approval of Ordinance 102-G, subject to the review of City Attorney Dave Hubert.  Rasmussen recommended that the Council continue their decision until the July 12th Council meeting so any minor changes suggested by the City Attorney could be incorporated. The Council decided to continue the item.

· Site Plan- M & P Nexlevel. Rasmussen indicated that the renters had applied for a fence permit, as recommended by the Planning Commission at their May meeting. The Planning Commission directed Staff to seek an amortization clause on the outdoor storage currently in the City, which would become non-conforming with the adoption of Ordinance 102-G. Therefore, no formal decision on the Site Plan was made by the Planning Commission. Council agreed, no motion necessary.

· Meeting time changes. Rasmussen indicated that the Planning Commission would be changing their regularly scheduled meeting to the first Tuesday of every month at 7:00 pm, and the Parks Committee would be changing their meeting to 6:00 pm on that same evening. This change would take affect beginning on August 3rd. The July 5th meetings of the Parks Committee and Planning Commission have been cancelled due to lack of agenda items.

· New schedule for City Planner. Mayor Thomas indicated that City Planner Chelsea Rasmussen had sought approval from her hiring committee to rearrange her hours so she would be present in both cities everyday. She will work mornings in Mayer and afternoons in Watertown, although may need to alternate once in awhile to accommodate meetings.

OTHER BUSINESS
· Mayer Baseball Club – Tice McPadden presented the City with a check for $5,000.00 from the Baseball Gambling Fund for Baseball Park Expenses.  The Baseball club is requesting a portable handicapped restroom for the baseball games to be played on July 10 & 11 at the new ball field.  
· Playground – Council Taylor reported that park committee members have completed installing drain tile at the playground site.  He is requesting the City hire Shawn Dalchow to finish installing the aggregate and mulch.  
· Dakota Rail Abandonment- Marty Walsch of Carver County Parks has invited the Council to come to Lester Prairie on Tuesday, June 30 at 9 a.m. to view the abandonment process of the Dakota Rail line.

· LMC Regional Meeting – Clerk Maetzold reported that the LMC Regional Meeting will be held Wednesday, August 4, 2004 at New Ulm, from 2:30 – 8:30 p.m.
