III. NEW BUSINESS

1. Decision Regarding Architectural Proposals for Old Schoolhouse Park
In response to Council’s direction to have the Park & Recreation Commission move forward with site planning and cost estimating for Old Schoolhouse Park, Staff sent out four Request For Proposals (RFPs), but only three architectural firms responded to the request.  City Planner Baker presented the three proposals to the Commission.  Of the three, the Commission decided that Paulsen Architects submitted the most complete proposal.  Paulsen’s proposal included fixed fees, the lowest percentage cost of construction, a clear understanding of the project, and a personal site visit.
Motion: GM/BJ, all in favor; recommending the proposal submitted by Paulsen Architects. 
2. Old Schoolhouse Park - Site Planning
City Planner Baker and the Park & Recreation Commission used the site plan map created in May 2004 by Ingraham and Associates to visualize future plans for Old Schoolhouse Park.  The group brainstormed and site planned around existing and proposed facilities, parking lots, and park amenities to create a new concept plan for the park.  The following items were discussed and added to the Old Schoolhouse map for consideration:

A. Western Side
a. Cul-de-sac and/or drop-off area at the end of Old Schoolhouse Road
b. Tot lot play equipment
c. Extra parking and handicap stalls

d. Trail connection to Sunset Meadows

e. Sidewalk/trail between tot lot and parking area

B. Middle Area (between three ball fields)

a. Proposed location of shelter, restrooms, concession stand, etc.

b. Field Bleachers

C. North Central Area (between baseball field and the Community Center)

a. Open Green Space

b. Rain garden
c. Low grade trail from Community Center parking lot to the baseball fields

d. Soccer and/or flag football filed

D. Current Public Works Building Area

a. Picnic Shelter

b. Play Equipment
E. Southeast Part (south of current parking lot)

a. Extend Community Center parking lot to south

b. Line up trail and/or parking lot entrance with 4th Street 

c. Open skating rink
d. Hockey rink (with paved surface)

e. Skate park

F. Community Center

a. Extend parking lot to west and north (leaving open space between the current Community Center and the parking lot for green space/landscaping and sidewalks)
b. Drop-off area near play equipment area
