MAYER CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES – February 28, 2005     

CALL REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER AT 6:30 P.M. BY MAYOR THOMAS

PRESENT: Mayor Thomas, Council Members McIntosh, Taylor and Haag.

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE AGENDA

Additions to the agenda a date for the personnel committee to meet to review public works applicants and park dedication agreement for Cold Water Crossing discussion.  

MOTION made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the agenda of the February 28, 2005 meeting with the additions.  Motion Carried 4/0

APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA

MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the Consent Agenda with spelling corrections and to discuss later item 3.8 Approval and change order #5 for 7th Street and Ash.  Motion Carried 4/0. 

    1.  Approval Resolution 2-28-2005-5 for a new gambling premise permit for the Baseball Club at Finn's Place.

    2.  A motion approving Tom Smith as a member of the Joint Park Board Commission

    3.  Approval of the on sale liquor license for Ducks Unlimited on April 1-2, 2005

    4.  Approval for engineering to complete data on Olson project.

    5.  Approval of Final Pay Estimate in the amount of $6,331.20 for West Ridge Road Reconstruction.

METROPOLITAN ENVIRONMENTAL PARTNERSHIP GRANT
City Administrator requested authorization to apply for funds from the Metropolitan Environmental Grant for the portion of the storm sewer on the 7th and Ash Avenue project.  

MOTION made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor to authorize the administrator to request funds from the Metropolitan Environmental Partnership Grant.  Motion Carried 4/0

PLANNER

Ordinance 102-J

The City Council had directed Staff to review the current Sexually Oriented Business Ordinance and to recommend amendments. Staff is recommending approval of ordinance 102-J and ordinance 114.  Ordinance 114 amends the current ordinance in its entirety and deals with licensing and general regulations.  Ordinance 102-J deals more specifically with setbacks and appropriate district locations. Both ordinances make reference to each other and are complimentary in style.
MOTION made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve ordinance 102-J amendment to the zoning ordinance.  Motion Carried 4/0

 Ordinance 114 
Planner explained that the portion of the City Code which deals with licensing and general regulations also needs to be amended.  Staff is recommending approval of ordinance 114.
MOTION made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve ordinance 114.  Motion Carried 4/0

FINAL PLAT FIELDSTONE FIRST ADDITION

The Planning Commission met and reviewed the Final Plat for Fieldstone 1st Addition. The Final Plat is generally consistent with the approved preliminary plat with the exception of the realignment of Fieldstone Parkway due to MNDOT recommendation. The plat consists of 63 lots, including 54 single family lots and 9 detached town home lots, a series of trails and sidewalks throughout and park, located in Outlot C. The park and trails/open space will be dedicated to the City.

Planning Commission Recommendation:

Motion to approve the final plat, subject to the following conditions:

1. Approval of the final construction drawing by the City Engineer.

2. Submittal of a letter of approval from MnDOT for the Fieldstone Parkway access.

3. Incorporation of any additional State and County requirements.

4. Rezoning of the property from PRD to PRD-F.

MOTION made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the final plat subject to the Planning Commission recommendations.  Carried 4/0

PRELIMINARY PLAT FIELDSTONE 2ND ADDITION

Planning Commission held a public hearing on February 28, 2005 and continued the hearing until the March 14th meeting of the City Council.  The preliminary plat meets all of the requirements of a PRD.  This is a request for 160 Single Family lots and will be presented to the city in three phases.  Before approval of the plat the city’s comprehensive plan will need to be approved, the annexation of the area must take place and rezoning of the property.  The developer discussed the park dedication.  Because the future phase contains the land for the park dedication the City may require the developer to escrow funds or give a letter of credit to the City for the additional park dedication.  The developer suggested that he could provide the park amenities for the current phase that would be equal to the amount of funds the city would collect on the future phase of the development.   Council took no action.  
CONCESSION STAND

Park Commission had requested that the City Council advertise for bids to construct a concession stand.  Council will be holding a work session with the Park Commission on March 28, 2005 to discuss parks issues.  The concession stand request was tabled.  

HAMM PROPERTY

In May of 2002, the Planning Commission forwarded a recommendation to the City Council to approve the rezoning of Lot 4, Block 2 of the Ohm’s Addition (also known as the “Hamm Property”) from R-1, Low-Density Residential to R-3, Multiple-Family Residential, in order to construct a 4-plex on the property. The Planning Commission and City Council recommended approval, contingent upon resolution of the water runoff issues to the Drew Property and looping of the watermain.

The City Engineer and Attorney have addressed the drainage issue and determined that construction of the proposed four-plex will not violate the contract the City has with the Drew’s. The issue of looping the watermain will be addressed at the time of site plan approval. In regards to the site plan approval, Staff is recommending that any approval of the rezoning be contingent upon site plan approval. If the site plan is not approved, the parcel will remain in the R-1 zoning district.
MOTION made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve Ordinance 102-L, contingent upon approval of the site plan.  Motion Carried 4/0.
REFUSE HAULERS
City Council had previously instructed staff to meet with the two garbage companies to discuss the options for the City.  Staff had met with the haulers and presented information to the Council.   Each company gave a brief overview of their services.  

Waste Management did request that the City Council allow them to do single sort recycling and to conduct a survey in 90 days.  They would then share the results with the Council.  After some discussion the Council decided to table the issue until the next meeting.  

MOTION made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member McIntosh to table any action until the March 14, 2005 Council Meeting.  .Motion Carried 4/0.

ORDINANCE 113 STORM WATER 

Staff had presented a draft storm water ordinance to the City Council for their review.  Council had instructed staff to have the City Attorney review the ordinance and return to the Council for approval. 
MOTION made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to approve ordinance amendment 113 with the spelling correction.   Motion Carried 4/0

REVISED FEE SCHEDULE
With the adoption of ordinance 113 the Council must now set a fee for the storm water.   Administrator also presented information on sewer, water and storm water area charges.  Area charges are used to assist the City in paying for infrastructure needs.  The City engineer explained that the fees were computed using the current improvements and future improvements because of growth.  The following are the proposed fees.  Monthly fee of $2.00 per REF and the following area charges per acre Sewer$ 1,300.00, 
Water $1,300.00, Storm Sewer Residential $2,650.00, Industrial $2,900.00 and Commercial $3,200.00 per developable acre.
MOTION made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the revised fee schedule adding area charges and a storm water fee.  Carried 4/0

MOTION made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the implementation of the storm water fee on residential bills for April 1.  Carried 4/0

SUMMER AVERAGE MONTHS
The Council had previously discussed the months that would be considered for summer sewer average instead of actual sewer use.  This is in order to accommodate the citizens that water their lawns.   
MOTION made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the average rate for the sewer from May 1 through September 31.  Carried 4/0

PERSONNEL POLICY
Council had instructed staff to compile a personnel policy for their review.  After discussion on the exclusion of the fire department and spelling corrections Council instructed the Administrator to check with the City Attorney on the exclusion of the Fire Department.  
MOTION made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to send the personnel policy to the city attorney for review.  Carried 4/0

PARK DEDICATION FOR COLD WATER CROSSING

Mayor Thomas was requesting clarification from the Council on the issue of the Park Dedication for Cold Water Crossing.  Council discussed the agreement between Cold Water Crossing and the City dated August 11, 2003.  The Council discussed item #3 in reference to the payment of the park dedication fee. It states “Once the development agreement is signed for the 6th addition of Cold Water Crossing the balance of the park dedication must be paid with interest.”  Council concurred with the Mayor’s interpretation of this section the park dedication must be paid at the time Cold Water 6th Addition development agreement is signed.  The Council discussed section 5 in which the additional lots are addressed.  Developer is requesting an additional 48 lots and is maintaining that the City has already approved the lots.  This section of the agreement states “It is not the intent of the parties to significantly change or increase the density of prior approved areas of the site, except as may be otherwise mutually agreed.”  Council concurred that if the developer is requesting an additional 48 lots is a significant change and would require the customary staff review and approval.  
DEVELOPER ESCROW
Developer is currently in the negative on escrow account.  City staff had sent an invoice and also faxed the invoices per the developer’s request.   Council instructed staff to inform the developer that no work would continue on the 6th Addition until the escrow account balance has the appropriate funds in it.  

PERSONNEL COMMITTEE
Personnel committee will be meeting on Monday March 7, 2005 at 4:30 pm to review the public works candidates.  The committee will rate and rank the candidates for interview.  

CONSENT AGENDA ITEM 3.8

Administrator requested approval for an additional $19,107.60 Wm. Mueller and Sons on the 7th and Ash Avenue project.  The Council had previously approved change orders 1-4 but the change orders had not been processed for payment.  Administrator is requesting payment of Change orders 1-5 which totals $31,061.98.  Council has already approved $11,954.38 for payment which leaves the amount of $19,107.60 to be paid.        
MOTION made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh  to pay Wm Mueller and Sons an additional $19,107.60 once the appropriate documents have been forwarded to the City.  Carried 4/0

PLANNNER POSITION

Planner has declined the City of Mayer’s offer for employment.  The Mayor thanked the planner for her service to the City and expressed his gratitude for the professionalism the planner has brought to the City.  

MOTION made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to accept the declination of the offer for planner position with the City of Mayer.  Carried 4/0

MOTION made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the advertising for a planner at the salary range of $36,500 to $40,500 with a closing date of March 31, 2005 at 4:30 PM. Motion carried 3/0

Personnel committee will meet on Monday, April 4, 2005 at 4:30 pm to review planner applications.
