APPROVE AGENDA

STAFF REPORTS

· The Council acknowledged a list of meeting, projects, and daily activities performed by the City Planner Ben Baker for the past month.   

· Administrator Murphy presented her monthly report outlining activities for the period June 23 – July 21, 2006.
CITY ADMINISTRATOR

1. Approve Application for Phosphorus Reduction Grant Resolution 07-24-2006-25 – A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Haag to approve the Application for Phosphorus Reduction Grant by Resolution 07-24-2006-25.  Motion Carried 3/0 
2. Incentive for Senior Commission Survey Returns – Maureen Melgaard Snyder and the City have been meeting with residents to receive input on the establishment of a Senior Commission. A survey will be sent out to the senior residents of the City of Mayer.  Returning of the survey will assist in the planning for the creation of a Senior Commission.  Staff is proposing that anyone who returns their survey be given a $5.00 credit on their utility bill.  As a grant, Ms. Snyder would contribute ½ or $2.50 of the $5.00 credit, and the City would have to pick up the other ½ or $2.50.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Haag to approve a $5.00 credit on utility bill as incentive for the return of a Senior Commission Survey.  Motion Carried 3/0 
3. Highway 25 Improvement Project Discussion – A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul with a second by Council Member Haag to delay the Highway 25 Improvement project until the spring of 2007 construction season, and to advertise for bids in January 2007.  Motion Carried 3/0 
4. Authorization to Establish a Fine Arts Committee – The EDA has recommended holding a Fine Arts Fair in the fall of 2007.  Staff is requesting that the Council authorize a volunteer Fine Arts Committee, and would return with the names for appointment at a later meeting.  The purpose of the committee would be to advise staff on the planning of the Fine Arts Fair.  The Committee would be made up of six members of local artists.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Capaul to approve the establishment of a Fine Arts Committee. Motion Carried 3/0 
5. Public Works Position – The Personnel Committee met earlier this evening to review the applications for the Public Works Position.  Only one qualified application was submitted, but at a requested salary that exceeded our job description wages.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Haag to re-advertise the position as previously run, requiring a Class D waste water and Class C water licenses, and to continue with a contract employee for the class A waste water license needed to run our WWTF.     Motion Carried 3/0. 
6. Mayer Fire Relief Association Certification – Tabled until July 31, 2007 special meeting. 
7. Authorization for Water Improvements – The City has discovered that we are in need of an additional shut off valve to the Hidden Creek Development.  While the developer is digging in the water main and hooking into our system, the City should install the shut off and replace the 40 year old hydrant.  The total cost for the City to have the developer complete the work is estimated to be $5,641.00.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Haag approving the water improvement project in conjunction with Hidden Creek not to exceed $6,000.00  Motion Carried 3/0 
8. Community Recreation Director Pay Increase – Due to the unexpected number of children registered for this summer’s community recreation program, hours spent and the outstanding job that Nancy Schwanke did as the Community Recreation Director, staff is recommending a $300.00 pay increase over the approved $1,200.00 salary based on job performance as an independent contractor.  A MOTION was made by Council Capaul and seconded by Council Haag to approve the pay increase of $300.00 for the Community Recreation Director as presented.  Motion Carried 3/0
