CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S POSITION
The City of Mayer directed its City attorney, Ms. Dohm, to conduct background investigations regarding finalists for the City Administrator position at a previous meeting on March 25, 2004.  Ms. Dohm has completed her investigations and the results of the investigations are private data.  At this time, a MOTION made by Mayor Thomas with a second by Council Plendl that the applicants no longer be considered for the position and that the Council reconvene discussions as to how to best fill the position.  Approved 4/0
Ms. Dohm discusses looking at College intern placement programs to fill the Administrator’s position.  She indicated that several cities in the area currently hire interns and that they have gone on to fill positions in the surrounding area.

After Council discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Plendl with a second by Council Taylor to approve Kelly Dohm to contact the Professors of various schools about the Administrator Intern Program and to list a new job opening with them and the League of Minnesota Cities.  Approved 4/0
The new application deadline will be Monday, May 17th.  Mayor Thomas will rework the finalist interview questions.  Ms. Dohm will draft rejection letters for Mayor Thomas to sign for the applicants of the first round.
