UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Pay Equity – The City had previously been required to file a Pay Equity report with the state.  The City was waiting until Public Works staff was hired in order to file a more complete report.  It has now been reviewed by the Department of Employee Relations, has been found compliant and is now ready for approval.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the Pay Equity report as presented.  Motion Carried 4/0
2. Award Pond Decommissioning Bid – City Council had authorized advertisement for bids at the May 23 meeting for Pond Decommissioning.  Bids were received and opened on Wednesday June 22, 2005 at 2:00 PM.  The following were the bids:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Hiring of Part Time Worker – Public works is in need of part time help for lawn mowing.  Staff is recommending to the Council to authorize advertisement of a part time position.  Staff is proposing the position would start July 12, 2005 and would not exceed 24 hours per week.  Staff is recommending a hiring range of $7.50 to $10.00 per hour.  The City would close applications on Thursday, July 7 and present a recommendation for hiring to the Council at the July 11th Council meeting.  A MOTION was made by Council McIntosh with a second by Council Smith authorizing the administrator to advertise for part time summer help.   Motion Carried 4/0
2. Subdivision and Zoning Ordinance Updates – The City‘s Development Attorney is recommending that the City update its Subdivision Ordinance and Zoning code.  Staff is requesting permission to hire the firm of Hoff, Barry and Kuderer to complete this project for the City.  This is an unbudgeted item.  However, the City could use some of the funds from the building permit revenues to pay for the service.  The Council wants to see a cost estimate and time frame for this service before proceeding.
3. Amend Fee Schedule – The City’s current fee schedule needs to be more explicit in the area of consulting fees.  Staff is proposing the following clarification to our fee schedule:

4. Approve Resolution 06-27-05-18 Authorizing Execution of Development Agreement for Sunset Meadows – A MOTION was made by Council Smith with a second by Council Member Haag to approve Resolution 06-27-05-18 authorizing the execution of the Development Agreement for Sunset Meadows as presented.  Motion Carried 4/0
The regular Council meeting was recessed for the following Public Hearing –
7:00 P.M. - PUBLIC HEARING FOR HWY 25 ASSESSMENTS
City Engineer David Martini gave a brief history of the Highway 25 improvement project.  He reviewed the Feasibility report and gave an overview of the project with proposed funding methods.  Questions and comments from the residents were heard.  It was suggested to hold a work session to get feedback from the residents on design standards for the sidewalk.

The Public Hearing was closed and the regular meeting was reconvened.  
New Business continued:

5. Approval of Resolution # 06-27-05-19 calling for plans and specifications for the Highway 25 Improvement Project – A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Smith to approve Resolution #06-27-05-19 ordering preparation of plans and specifications of the Highway 25 Street Improvement Project.  Motion Carried 4/0
6. Approval of Resolution #06-27-05-21 allowing grading prior to Development Agreement Approval for Hartmann Communities –A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Haag to approve Resolution #06-27-05-21, an agreement to allow grading prior to Development Agreement for Hartman Communities, pending approval of the grading plan by the City’s Engineer.  Motion Carried 4/0

7. Moratorium on Building Permits in the C-2 Zone – Staff if requesting a moratorium is placed on building permits in the C-2 District.  Many nonconforming uses currently exist in the C-1 and C-2 Zoning Districts.  It is Staff’s goal to research this issue further and possibly recommend changes/updates to the Zoning Ordinance.  After discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Haag to place a 90 day Moratorium on Building Permits in the C-2, Central Business District.  Motion Carried 4/0

8. 2004 Audit – Administrator Murphy presented the completed 2004 Audit for the City of Mayer.  The Auditor’s will be asked to come to a future Council meeting to present their findings.  A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the 2004 Audit as presented.  Motion Carried 4/0

OTHER BUSINESS

· Council Member Haag reported that he has heard from several residents of Coldwater Crossing that they are upset that no park area has been created in their development as promised when they built.
