On a motion by Commissioner Dodge and seconded Commissioner Stifter to approve the minutes of the June 19, 2007 meeting.  Motion carried 4/0.
Discussion on the RFQ
Administrator presented a Request for Qualifications for the Parade Street Development.  The Commission discussed the RFQ.  Commissioner Osborn supports the idea of doing this RFQ but to also partner with the Carver County CDA.  Commissioner Dodge also expressed his support of the idea.  On a motion by Commissioner Dodge and seconded by Commissioner Haag to recommend that the City Council support the RFQ and to solicit support from the Carver County CDA.  Motion carried.  4/0

Budget and Levy Request 
The City will be receiving their estimated market values sometime the first week of August.  The Commission could not formally adopt an amount that they want to levy for the 21008 budget year.  Commission Stifter suggested that something should be levied to begin to build a fund for future lending.  The EDA recommendation should be brought forward but leave the final decision to the City Council as part of the over all budget.  Commissioner Osborn agrees with Commissioner Stifter and would like to see a minimum of $5,000.  levied but to allow the City Council to cut if needed.  Commissioner Haag recommended that ½ of the allowable levy should be what the City should levy.  This information will be forwarded to the City Council during budget time.  

Fine Arts Fair
Currently the city only has 8 registrations and would like direction from the EDA whether we should do the Fine Arts Fair.  EDA directed staff to contact Carl Melichor for advice and direction on the Fair.

City Celebration Update
Staff updated the commission on the status of the City Celebration planned for September 8, 2007.  

Community Calendar
The Fire Department compiles a calendar every year.  In the past the City has been adding Council Meeting dates and other dates of importance to the citizens.  Staff would like to know if the EDA would like to contribute to the cost of the calendar.  The Commission discussed the calendar and the possibility of placing the city’s website address on the calendar.  The Commission would like to purchase an ad only if there is a spot available.  They do not want to compete with a business.  On a motion by Commissioner Osborn and seconded by Commissioner Haag to contribute $750.00 to the cost of the calendar and to purchase an ad space if available.  Motion carried 4/0
