CITY ENGINEER

1. Presentation of Plans For Water Filter Plant – City Engineers presented an overview of the proposed new Water Filter Plant.  The 45’ X 95’ building would be located to the northeast of the current plant and constructed of the same material as well #2.  Plans & specs should be completed and sent to MDH by the end of March.  Bidding on the project could come as early as the end of April.  The Council had an opportunity to ask questions.  It was noted that the building should be moved as far to the south to maximize as much of the Park as possible.
2. Authorize Engineer to Submit Plans to MDH - A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Haag approving the Water Filter Plant plans and authorizing Bolton & Menk to submit plans to the Public Facilities Authority for financing and the plans to the Minnesota Department of Health for approval.   Motion Carried 5/0
MNDOT
Scott Pedersen & Paul Kachelmyer of the Minnesota Department of Transportation appeared before the Council to review the plans for the proposed Round-a-bout to be constructed at the intersection of Highways 7 and 25 in 2007 as well as the rest of the improvements to Highway 7 from Silver Lake to Co Rd 10 & Hwy 7.  There was opportunity for the City to ask questions and express any concerns.
CITY PLANNER
1. Old Schoolhouse Park Proposals – In response to Council’s direction to have the Park & Recreation Commission move forward with site planning and cost estimating for Old Schoolhouse Park, Staff sent out four Request for Proposals, but only three architectural firms responded to the request.  Of the three, the Commission decided that Paulsen Architects submitted the most complete proposal.  Paulsen’s proposal included fixed fees, the lowest percentage cost of construction, a clear understanding of the project, and a personal site visit.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the proposal from Paulsen Architects for a fixed fee amount of $4,950.00 for a schematic design and cost estimating for Old Schoolhouse Park.  At the time the City decides to complete each particular project/facility, a 6.5% construction administration service fee will be paid on the total construction cost of that particular facility.  Motion Carried 5/0
2. GTS Training, Planning & Zoning Issues – City staff from Norwood-Yong America, Watertown and Mayer have been working together with Government Training Services to arrange a special training meeting called for Planning commissioners, Council Members and Staff.  All three Cities would split the cost of the total price for the FTS training session.  Each City might end up paying somewhere around $400 - $500.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul with a second by Council Member Taylor to proceed with arranging for a GTS training session some Saturday in early April.  Motion Carried 5/0
3. Approve Ordinance #102-P (Ernst, Henschen & Fieldstone Zoning) Amending the Official Zoning Map – The entire Fieldstone Development area along with the recently annexed Ernst & Henschen Properties (625 Mayer Blvd & 614 Ash Ave N) have not been officially zoned yet. Staff reviewed the proposed rezoning with the Council.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Haag to approve Ordinance #102-P Amending the Official Zoning map to rezone the following areas:
· The Ernst & Henschen properties to C-1, General Commerce District

· The southwest part of Fieldstone to P/I, Public/Institutional District

· The remaining annexed Fieldstone area to PRD, Planned Residential District

· The remaining Fieldstone Area (under Mayer Zoning authority) to A, Agriculture District

CITY ADMINSTRATOR
1. Storm Water Pond Repair – City Council at its August 22, 2005 meeting had authorized the City Engineer to compile plans for the cleaning and repair of the pond to the north of the Baseball Fields.  City Engineer has completed his plans and has met with the property owners.  The Engineer has provided an estimate of work to be $40,574.63.  City staff would solicit three quotes.  Once the three quotes have been received, they would be presented to the Council for approval.  The project would be paid out of the storm water fees that the City of Mayer collects on the monthly utility bill and the storm water area charges from Developers.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and second by Council Member Taylor to authorize Administrator Murphy to solicit three quotes for repair of the storm water pond as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0
2. Letter of Credit Reduction for Coldwater Crossing 6th Addition – A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Oman approving the reduction of $147,367.13 in the letter of credit for Coldwater Crossing 6th Addition, leaving the remaining letter of credit at $81,036.97.  Motion Carried 5/0

3. Hidden Creek Storm Water – Earlier this evening, the Council met in a work session to discuss the Hidden Creek Storm Water issue as it relates to the City of Mayer’s overall stormwater plan.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag and seconded by Council Member Taylor to authorize Administrator Murphy to sent a letter to Carver County which would state that the City of Mayer assumes responsibility for storm water within the City.  Motion Carried 5/0

4. Request by Administrator to Apply for a position on the Improving Local Economies Policy Committee – A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Haag approving the request of the Administrator to apply for a position on the LMC Improving Local Economies Policy Committee.  Motion Carried 5/0

5. Approval of Transportation Plan – As part of the comprehensive planning process, the City of Mayer needs to complete a Transportation Plan.  This plan will be used as a guide for the City for planning of future transportation routes.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Oman to authorize Bolton & Menk to compile a transportation plan for the City at a cost not to exceed $39,386.00.  Motion Carried 5/0

6. Staffing Changes – A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Oman granting the requested reduction of days of work of the City Clerk from four days to three days and increasing the part time staff from two days to three days.  Motion Carried 5/0
7. Resolution 2-13-2006-4 Authorizing an Application for the Drinking Water Revolving Loan Fund – A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Oman approving Resolution 2-13-2006-4 Authorizing an Application for the Drinking Water Revolving Loan Fund.  Motion Carried 5/0

8. Personnel Policy Changes – A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Oman amending the personnel policy to include vacation and sick time accruals for permanent part time employees.  Motion Carried 5/0

9. Administrator excused from February 27, 2006 Council Meeting – A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to excuse the Administrator from the February 27, 2006 Council Meeting.  Motion Carried 5/0

10. Permission to Advertise for Community Recreation Staff – Currently the City of Mayer collaborates with Watertown-Mayer Community Ed on summer recreation.  Staff is proposing that we continue this service but also add a position to enhance the summer recreation program.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Oman to authorize the Administrator to hold a Community Meeting and to advertise a position for a summer recreation program.  Motion Carried 5/0
11. GIS – Table further discussion on GIS for staff to compile more information.

12. Janitor’s Room Improvements – It has been determined that improvements are needed to the janitor’s room for efficiency.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Haag to proceed with the needed improvements not to exceed $5,000.00.  Motion Carried 5/0
