V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Bike Racks
The Commissioners discussed the need for bike racks around the city.  They agreed that all three parks (with amenities) could benefit from bike racks.  MT stated that a bike rack should be placed near the West Ridge Park play equipment.  He also mentioned that a future bike rack may be needed near Mayer Mobil.  JR stated that a future permanent low profile bike rack should be incorporated along with a concrete slab near the rear of the concession stand in Old Schoolhouse Park.  The commissioners also agreed that bike racks should be located near the new play equipment at Meadow Park and Old Schoolhouse Park.      

Motion:  BJ/KG, all in favor; to recommend three black portable powder-coated bike racks (holding 6-8 bikes) for West Ridge Park, Meadow Park, and Old Schoolhouse Park.
2. Downtown Bench Location

Planner Baker informed the commissioners that the property owners at 104 and 108 Ash Avenue North may be interested in hosting another downtown bench.  The commissioners stated that another downtown bench located somewhere between 108 Ash Ave North and the Dakota Trail would be beneficial to the community.  MT also stated that a trail head informational kiosk should be located near the Hwy 25 and Dakota Trail crossing.

MT and BJ inquired about centerline striping for city trails.
