I. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 7:10 pm by Commission Chair Stifter.

II. Adopt Agenda

Commission Chair Stifter asked if there were any additions or changes to the agenda. Alger stated that there were no minutes from the February 28, 2005 meeting. They will be presented at the April 5, 2005 meeting.

Motion: LH/LW, all in favor; To approve the agenda with amendment.

III. Adopt Minutes

Motion: TS/LW, all in favor; To approve the minutes of the February 1, 2005.

IV. NEW/OLD BUSINESS

1. Site Plan Review- 745 Shimmcor Street:

Alger presented the report, indicating that there were a few issues needing to be addressed. The applicant was not present at the meeting, even though Alger had indicated that he should be there.

The Commission would like to see revisions on the parking area and a fence around the proposed storage area. They felt the layout was not desirable and that the conditions presented by Staff should be addressed prior to any recommendation to the City Council.

Motion: RH/DW, all in favor; to table a recommendation on the site plan for 745 Shimmcor Street until the following items are addressed:

1. Paving, curb and gutter of all required parking spaces and drive lanes.

2. Realignment of parking area, so all required spaces are located on the north side of the building.

3. Posting of a “one way” lane on the south side of the building.

4. All outdoor lighting meet the performance standards set out in the City of Mayer Zoning Ordinance.

5. Addition of 15 foundation plantings along the parking area between the two street entrances. 

6. Any equipment proposed for outdoor storage be screened per the provisions of Ord. 102 (Zoning) Sections 5.11 E.3. and 6.11

7. Final approval of the site plan by the City Engineer

8. All required State and County permits are obtained

2. Commissioners’ Report
Commission Chair Stifter inquired about lighting standards in regards to issues with light pollution in Baylor Park. He felt that it wasn’t an issue now, but could be in the future if no standards were kept. Alger stated that there was not a lighting ordinance in place, but a performance standard. A lighting ordinance would be appropriate and Alger will research and bring language back to the Commission for review.

3. Staff Report

Alger indicated that she has received inquiries about driveway widths. There is nothing specifically in the ordinance that addresses driveway width and asked for the Commissions thoughts. The Commission discussed the topic.

Motion: LW/LH, all in favor; to table further discussion to a future meeting.

The Commission will take a look around in town to further educate themselves on the topic.
