APPROVE AGENDA

STAFF REPORTS
1) CITY ENGINEER
· Change order #1 Storm Sewer 7th St and Ash Ave N Project – Change order #1 in the amount of $63,585.90 for over sizing of the storm sewer system from 24” to 30”.  The additional pipe capacity is to accommodate trunk storm water from ponding areas south of the Dakota Rail corridor and the rerouting of this runoff from the existing field drain tile north of 5th Street.  The County has indicated possible reimbursement through future CIP plans.  After further discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Smith to approve the change order #1 for storm sewer on the 7th St and Ash Ave N project as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0
· Project Update – The 7th St and Ash Ave N project has detected poor soils in the road bed.  More samples will be taken when the water goes in.  Additional poor samples may require the road to sit over the winter before blacktopping can occur.
2) PUBLIC WORKS
· Old Water Tower to Come Down – Greg Kluver reported that the old water tower will be taken down on Wednesday, October 27th.
· Fall Street Sweep – The Fall Street Sweep will occur Tuesday, October 26th.
· Civil Defense Siren – The Civil Defense Siren has been removed from the old water tower and relocated on a pole just east of the water treatment facility.

4) CITY ADMINISTRATION
· Administrator Murphy presented a list of activities for September 28 – October 22, 2004
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

· INDUSTRIAL PARK DELINQUENT SIGHT PLAN ISSUES – City Planner Rasmussen reported that in response to Council direction, letters were sent to seven properties within the industrial park, which addressed items that needed to be completed.  Staff has had response from five properties.  After review the following motions were made:
1) 319 Shimmcor St – On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Taylor to extend the deadline for paving the driveway and parking area at 319 Shimmcor St. until May 30, 2005.  Motion Carried 5/0
2) 323 Shimmcor St – On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member McIntosh to give the property owners at 323 Shimmcor St. until December 13th to apply for a variance from the landscape ordinance.  If no variance is applied for at that time, or contact made to City Staff, it will be assumed that the property owners have chosen to complete the landscape improvements by May 30, 2005.  Motion Carried 5/0
3) 409 Shimmcor St – On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member McIntosh to contact the owner via certified mail, indicating that they have until November 12th to contact City Staff with his intentions.  If no contact is made, the City will assume that he will have the work completed by May 30, 2005.  Motion Carried 5/0
4) 505 Shimmcor St – On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Taylor to extend the completion of landscape improvements on the developed portion of the property (approximately the southern 1/3 of the property) located at 505 Shimmcor St until May 30, 2005.  A landscape escrow will be required for remaining landscape improvements to be completed when additional development occurs to the property.   Motion Carried 5/0
5) 422 Shimmcor St – On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Smith to contact the owner via certified mail, indicating that that he has until November 12th to contact City Staff with his intentions.  If no contact is made, the City will assume that he will have the requested work at 422 Shimmcor St. completed by May 30, 2005.  Motion Carried 5/0
6) 604 Shimmcor St – On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Taylor to extend the deadline to complete all site improvements at 604 Shimmcor St until May 30, 2005.  Motion Carried 5/0
7) 642 Shimmcor St – On a motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member Taylor to extend the completion of storm water improvements at 642 Shimmcor St until November 1, 2004, and paving the driveway and changing the south fence to a 75% - 8 foot fence until May 30, 2005.  Motion Carried 4/0 with Council Member McIntosh abstaining.
NEW BUSINESS:

· INVESTMENT POLICY – On a Motion by Council Member Smith and seconded by Council Member Plendl to approve the City of Mayer Investment Policy as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0
· SNOW PLOW CONTRACT – On a Motion by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member McIntosh to award the bid to Shawn Dalchow Excavating for the 2004-2005 snow plow contract as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0
· TEMP EMPLOYEE POSITION – Since the City would be responsible for PERA and other tax withholdings if the temp position was hired by the City, a motion was made by Council Member Plendl and seconded by Council Member McIntosh to leave the temporary employee position as is.  Motion Carried 5/0
· SKATING RINK – Staff is requesting direction on the placement of an ice rink in the City.  The matter was tabled until the next meeting to gather information on supplies and to review locations for possible sites.
OTHER BUSINESS/PUBLIC COMMENT
· LMC CONFERENCE – Mayor Thomas reported on the League of Minnesota Cities Conference he attended recently in Duluth.  He heard Peter Bell of Met Council address Transportation Issues.  He also heard information regarding Downtown Redevelopment, which is typically citizen driven and includes a visioning process.
· ARDELL BARLAU – Mr. Barlau addressed the Council to inquire whether the City had any plans to construct an alley over the utility easement west of his property at 621 Ash Ave S.  He would like to access his property from the back to construct additional storage for his vehicles.  The Council reported that there are currently no such plans.
